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“Seven Walls,” a sculpture designed for Colby by renowned conceptual 
artist Sol LeWitt, was erected this summer in front of the Museum of Art. 
With “Seven Walls,” Colby joins the National Gallery of Art in Washington, 
the Museum of Modern Art and the Metropolitan Museum of Art in New 
York in the ranks of museums that exhibit Mr. LeWitt’s structures. It is 
Colby’s second important outdoor sculpture installation in two years, fol-
lowing the placement of Richard Serra’s “4-5-6” in the museum’s court-
yard in 2000. 
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
