MALINDA SNow is Assistant Professor of English at Georgia State
University. She received her B.A. from Agnes Scott College, and M.A.

Two GRACEFUL bronze deer have gained many admirers in the Cahners
Lobby of the Museum since they were given to the College by Mrs. Mil-
dred H. Cummings in 1979. They are pieces of garden sculpture which
measure thirty-three and a half inches high, and are copies of deer exca-
vated during the middle of the eighteenth century at the Villa of the
Papyri in Herculaneum. This villa, which may have belonged to the
father-in-law of Julius Caesar, was one of the largest and most luxuri-
ous villas in Herculaneum and Pompeii, and is the model for The J.
Paul Getty Museum in Malibu, California.

The Villa of the Papyri had an important collection of bronzes—
portraits, copies after Greek sculpture, and decorative sculpture—and a
large library of manuscripts which gave their name to the villa. The orig-
inal deer, dating possibly from the first century B.C., were probably dis-
played in the extensive gardens there, and are now in the collection of
the Naples National Museum.

Copies of sculpture from Herculaneum and Pompeii were especially
sought after by tourists traveling abroad during the end of the nine-
teenth century and the early twentieth century, and the deer in the Colby
College Museum of Art were most likely cast at a Neapolitan foundry
during this period.

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THE CoLBY LIBRARY ASSOCIATES concluded a successful first year of
renewed activity. R. Mark Benbow served as president, and Harold
Pestana as vice-president and president-elect. The annual meeting was
held on May 30, 1980. Eileen Curran was elected vice-president and
president-elect. Forty-six persons became members and provided $460
for the purchase of books for Special Collections. The Book Selection
Committee of Alfred K. Chapman, Bertrand Hayward, Wayne Smith,
James Gillespie, and Irving Suss agreed that the funds be used to fill in
gaps in author collections. To that end, the committee authorized the
purchase of four books. The first was Robert Duncan’s scarce second
book, Poems, 1948-1949, published in Berkeley, California by Berkeley
Miscellaneous Editions in 1949. Special Collections owns three distinct
editions of Duncan’s first book, Heavenly City, Earthly City, published
by Bern Porter. Three signed, limited editions of books printed on small
presses by William Everson (‘‘Brother Antoninus’’) completed the com-
mittee’s choices: The Springing of the Blade (Reno, Nevada: Black
Rock Press, 1968); Tendril in the Mesh (San Francisco: Cayucos Books,
1973); and Black Hills (San Francisco: Didymus Press, 1973).

Colby alumnus Bern Porter, who has made a personal crusade of ef-
fecting a union of science and art through the print medium, attended a
reception in the Robinson Room to mark the opening of an exhibit of
printed items written, composed, and published by him. The exhibit,
which has appeared in New York City, San Jose, California, and Ven-
ice, California, will remain at Colby throughout the summer.

Special Collections received two unusual gifts in May. Member of the
French Academy and Colby honorary degree recipient, author Marguer-
ite Yourcenar donated eleven novels, three of them in two editions, and
all inscribed to Colby. Colby Professor of English Irving Suss gave a
typescript copy, signed by John Gardner, of Gardner’s play ‘‘Helen at
Home,’’ which Suss directed at its world premier at Colby in May, 1980.
