Dear Art:-- 

         When I left you at the train I expected  
to meet you again Sunday at the islands, but Clorito,

You told Gus and I that you would meet  
us at Mouse and the night before (Saturday) we made our  
arrangements (which amounted to the purchase of a few cigars and  

a plug of tobacco) to take in the excursion. When Mouse  
came into view divers individuals could be discerned  

making their way across the path toward the old wharf, and  
these we took to be you and your friends. But the boat  
made straight for Capitol and the forms were lost. I stopped  

there and left Gus on board bound for Squirrel;2 but when  
she came back for the return trip he was not aboard.  

I had come to the conclusion that he must have fallen  
in with you when one of the hands yelled at me and said  
that he had told him to tell me that he had taken  

the excursion steamer for Portland (!) and would come back  
on the 2 o'clock train.
