COMMENCEMENT PROGRAMME.

On last Friday evening the members
of this year's champion baseball team ,
together with manager Roberts and his
assistant Tillson , were given a banquet
at the Elmwood by their supporters in
the city. It has grown to be the custom
after a successful season in football or
baseball for tho business and profession-
al men down town to still further show
their loyalty to Colby by tendering tho
boys a banquet , and a good custom it is
too.

Thirty-eight sat clown to the tables
and the entire informality of tho occasion
made it most enjoyable to all. There
was an abundance of wit and good feeling
and tho greatest enthusiasm was shown
for old Colby and much praise was
showered upon the men who have added
another loaf to her laurels. College
songs woro sung and tho alumni dis-
played a memory of tho old versos that
was truly wonderful.

Dr. Hill was toastmastor and of course
there woro speeches, and good speeches,
tod , from Manager Roberts , Ex-Captain
Cowing, Captain Coombs, whoso election
was bailed with much enthusiasm , Frank
Loighton , Dr. Abbott , Dr. Jordan , T. J.
Murphy D, E, Bowman , and him without
whom no college banquet is complete, Dr.
Marquardt, Those speeches all broafchod
an intense spirit of loyalty to tho college
and a desire for hor success which has
made Colby's athletic teams what they
are,

The interesting fact was brought out

that Colby has won six out of the thir-
teen pennants awarded since 1890 and
that her record prior to that date in
competition with the other Maine col-
leges was even better. In '90, '91, '94,
'98, '01 and '04 Colby has been victo-
rious , and with Captain Coombs in the
box next year we may confidentl y look
for another championship.

BANQUET TO BASEBALL TEAM.

Immediately after the baseball picture
was taken the team elected John Coombs
captain for the season of 1905. Cy, who
will be a junior next year, was the only
man considered for the position. His
masterly work in the box has been the
chief asset of Colby's strength. He has
pitched all six of the Maine games, win-
ning four and losing two onty throug h
poor support. His batting has been a
feature of the games this spring. He is
credited with ten hits for a total of fif -
teen in twenty times up, making an
average of an even .500.

John commenced his baseball career
at his home in Freeport. In 1900 he
entered Coburn and before the spring
was over was ranked as the*best fitting-
school pitcher in the state and a find for
any college. The Waterville team se-
cured his services for the summer and
he showed that he could easily hold his
own among the semi-professionals . He
entered Colby in the class of 1906 and
did good work last spring. In the sum-
mer he again played in Waterville on a
team which was demonstrated to be as
fast as the best in the New England
league. But those who profess to know
the game say that Cy is better this
spring than ever before . He has had
fine control , sharp curves and unlimit ed
speed , while his experience in fast com-
pany has taught him the tricks of the
trade, so that he is one of the most
heady pitchers in the state.

There is no reason to believe that he
has reached the limit yet ,- however.-
Everyone expects to see him in better
form than ever next spring. If a catcher
can be found who can hold him in good
shape the team will start out with the
best chance of any team in the league.

John will make an ideal captain. He
has the respect and confidence of every
man on tho team and has a fine know-
ledge of the game. He and Capt. Cow-
ing have been the onl y coaches tho team
has had this spring and the scores show
the result. Ho has signed to play on
the fast North Hampton , Mass. team
this summer . His experience there
among men who so thoroug hl y under -
stand tho national game will doubtless
increase his ability both as a player and
captain.

CAPTAIN COOMBS.

A mooting of tho Conference Board
was hold last Tuesday evening. The
committee appointed to revise the con-
stitution recommended a few unimport-
tant changes which wore acquiesced in
and tho constitution as adopted is sub-
stantiall y tho same as that printed in
The Eorro last winter. An itemized bill
for damages caused by tho "night-shirt"
parade amounting to a little over $28
was turned over to tho student's com-
mittee to determine tho mode of assess-
ment. Since tho Student' s Committee
aro supposed to tak o cognizance of all
disturbances on tho campus the question
of tho future attitude of tho college
toward this custom was intrusted to
them for consideration. A special com-
mittee consisting of President White ,
Professor Hodman , and Sonic, '04, was
appointed to consider whether tho
students who temporarily absent them-
selves from college for tho purpose of
teaching shall bo compelled to pay any
other charges besides those for tuition ,
and room rent if tho student's room is
retained.
