
Head of the Mathematics Department Passes Away
After a Long Illness.

For the third time this year, the College
has been saddened by death, —this time by
that of one of the members of the faculty.
Professor Hatch underwent a serious oper-
ation in Portland late in the winter. He
recovered sufficiently from its effects • to
leave the hospital and went to the home of
his mother-in-law in Fairfield for the open
air treatment which was recommended in
his case. Favorable reports came from ,him
until a week ago Sunday, when he began
to fail. Gradually all hope was abandoned
and on the following Wednesday afternoon
about five o'clock the end came.

Last summer while bathing at Old Orch-
ard, Professor Hatch had a narrow escape
from drowning. He was seized with cramps
and was rescued with difficulty by friends.
At that time his life was despaired of , but
after strenuous efforts he was revived. He
never wholly recovered, however, from the
shock received at that time and it is thought
that this contributed in part to the trouble
which caused his death.

Professor Hatch was born in Islesboro,
May 19, 1865. He graduated from Colt)y
in 1890, and went from here to the Newton
Theological Institution, from which school
he graduated in 1893. He was ordained
immediately upon graduation but remained
at Newton as an instructor for four years.
In 1898, he was chosen pastor of the Bap-
tist Church in Wolfville, N. S., where he
remained until 1903. In that year he re-
turned to Colby to succeed Professor War-
ren as head of the department of mathe-
matics.

Professor Hatch impressed his personal-
ity upon all who knew him. He early won

a firm place in the esteem of the students
and had always a strong influence among
the boys. He was always popular with
his classes. He gave every student his in-
dividual ^attention and many a man has
been helped over a hard place by the gen-
erous assistance which Prof essor Hatch was
always ready and glad to give to any who
might be in need of it. .

His college work did not end in the class-
room but was continued outside. He made
it a point to. know all the boys and was glad
of any chance that was offered to mingle
with them. His services as treasurer of
the athletic association have been of untold
value to that organization. He found its
financial affairs in ' bad condition and at
once instituted an entirely new system of
keeping the accounts. By his good judg -
ment and close attention to details he made
it possible for the association, a short time
before his active management of its finan-
cial affairs ended, to pay off every dollar of
its indebtedness.

In Professor Hatch's death the College
has lost a loyal son and faithful teacher;
the students, a kind and sympathetic friend.

Funeral services were held at the Baptist
Church last Friday afternoon. The whole
front of the pulpit where the casket rested
was banked with flowers, many beautiful
set pieces being prominent. Students from
the college served as ushers and nearly the
entire student body was present. The fac-
ulty, the Delta Upsilon Fraternity, the
men's class of the Baptist' Sunday School,
and the board of education- attended in a
body. The bearers were Professors Hed-
man, White, Parmenter, Taylor, Black,
and Simpson.

The opening prayer was offered by Dr.
G. D. B. Pepper, and several passages from
the Bible were read by Rev. E. C. Whitte-
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more. President Roberts spoke of his life-
long friendship with Professor Hatch, and
paid an excellent tribute to his sterling
character and devotion to duty. Rev. I.
B. Mower spoke of the esteem in which the
Baptist denomination of the state held Pro-
fessor Hatch, and told of the splendid ser-
vice which he had rendered throughout the
state. Rev. J. L. Clark of the Fairfield
Baptist Church offered prayer, after which
a hymn was sung by the congregation.
ReV. George Merriam of Skowhegan pro-
nounced the benediction. The interment
was in Evergreen Cemetery in Portland last
Saturday afternoon.

Colby Defeated by Bates at Lewiston in First Cham-
pionship Game of the Season.

Colby was defeated by Bates at Lewis-

ton, last Saturday afternoon, in the first
championship game played this spring by
the score of 2 to 1. The game was close
from start to finish. It was mainly a
pitchers' battle and the decisive run was
not scored until after two men were out in
the ninth inning. Cobb hit a hot one
through Nutting and was sacrificed to sec-
ond. He went to third on an out at first
and came home on Lamorey's hit.

The game was exciting continuously, both
pitchers frequently retiring the opposing
side with men on second and third. Good
pitched a good game but Harriman, who
was in the box for Bates, had a little the
better of the argument. Bates had seven
hits to her credit while Colby could get but
three. Harriman struck out twelve men
and allowed but one base on balls. Good
struck out two men and passed four to first
base.

The teams were evenly matched and, al-
though the game was not spectacular, it
was one of the best baseball games often
seen in Lewiston. Michaud played a first
class game in the outfi eld for Colby. Five

hard flies came his way and he accepted
them all without an error.

The first score of the game was made by
Keaney for Bates in the second inning.
He led off with a hit and stole second. An
error by Good placed him on third and he
scored on a two bagger by Cobb into right
field.

In the third, Harriman almost scored
again for Bates but Nutting threw well to
Gary and he ,caught his man. Two of Col-
by's hits came in the sixth inning. Vail
led off with a single, went to third on a
wild pitch by Harriman, and scored on
Sturtevant's hit.

At the opening of the ninth inning, the
score was tied, Bates 1, Colby 1. Nutting
was the first man up for Colby. He hit a
high fly to Keaney and was out. Sturte-
vant hit a hot grounder to Keaney and was
out at first. Tibbits struck out and it was
Bates turn at the bat. Cobb, the first man
up, hit a hot grounder between Nutting's
legs and was safe on first. Clason made a
neat sacrifice and Cobb was on second.
Harriman batted to Tibbits on third and
was out on first but Cobb went to third.
Lamorey hit the ball over Lander's head
but not far enough for the fielders to catch
it. This hit scored Cobb and the .game was
called with two men out.

Colby played the first ball game which
the weather has permitted for nearly two
weeks with Cobbossee Inn on Alumni Field
last Wednesday afternoon. The diamond
was muddy so a temporary diamond was
laid out in the field. This was rough and
naturally rather unsatisfactory ; but, under
the circumstances, a very good game was
played. The visiting team won in eleven
innings by the score of 5 to 3. Three of
Colby 's regular team were unable to play,
Tibbits and Vail being at the meet in L;ew-
iston, and Shaw being laid up with the
mumps.

Michaud was in the box for Colby and
pitched a good game until the last inning
when a little hard luck took his nerve and
Good went into the box. Owing to the
fact that they had expected the game to be
postponed, Cobbossee only brought eight
players to Waterville, so Herrick played
right field for them. He made two hits,
one run, and accepted four chances without
an error.

In the first inning, Michaud retired the
visitors in order, and Colby made three

runs. By good hitting, however, and good
base running Cobbossee made two in the
second and evened things up by making
one more in the third. No more scoring-
was done by either team until the eleventh
inning. Colby had men on bases a number
of times but Fuller, the pitcher on the visit-
ing team, pulled out of the hole every time.

In the eleventh, Colby had all kinds of
hard luck. Perry the first man up for Cob-
bossee struck out. Chase hit to Michaud.
He threw the ball over the first baseman's
head and, after hitting a rock, the ball
bounced over the fence. Before the ball
was returned to the diamond, Chase had
scored. The next man up hit a home run
to left field and a two bagger followed this.
Good replaced Michaud and the next two
men up were easily retired. Colby was
unable to score and the game was ended
with the score, Cobbossee Inn 5, Colby 3.

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A Closely Contested Track Contest Won by Bates
on Garcelon Field, Lewiston.

The long expected meet with Bates was
held at Lewiston last Wednesday. The
contest was close. Colby proved superior
in the track events, but 'Bates took enough
points in the weights and jumps to win the
meet. The Colby team in charge of Coach
Thompson and-Manager Haskell left Waterr .
ville Wednesday morning on the nine
o'clock train.

The track at Lewiston was very heavy
and fast time was impossible. The records,
however, made in some of the sprints
and runs were very creditable. Bates won
eight first places to Colby's six. The only
event in which either college won all nine
points was the two mile run in which three
Bates men finished first. One state record
was broken, Blanchard running the high
hurdle race in 16 1-5 seconds. The pre-
vious record was 16 2-5 seconds and was
held by Kendall of jBowdoin. The quarter
mile run was the hardest race of the meet,
all three of the winners being completely
exhausted when they reached the finish.
