For the fourth time this year death has
come into our midst and taken away one of
our college associates. This time a mem-
ber of the class of 1912, Barker Gillis Cates,
died after a long illness. - Mr. Cates had
been sick for some time, but all were look-
ing forward to his recovery and the news

of his death on May 22 came as a surprise.

to the student body as a whole. Early in
the winter term he was taken sick with a
slight attack of appendicitis and was taken
to the Augusta hospital. While there
typhoid fever set in and at the end of sev-
eral weeks left him very weak. He came
back, however, from the hospital, hoping
to be able to return to college after a
short period of rest. Nevertheless, he did
not make much progress and a few days
before his death, he suffered arelapse from
which he did not recover. On the day of
his death, he was cheerful and hopeful.
In the morning he inquired about the boys
at college and had the nurse read the cam-
pus notes from the ECHO to him; but
toward night he had a bad turn and passed
away about 7,00 P. M.

The deceased was the son of David B,,
and Belle Clark Cates of East Vassalboro,
Maine. He had one twin brother, Samuel
Clark Cates, also a member of the class of
1912, He prepared for college at Oak
Grove Seminary, graduating from there
last year. He entered college last fall and
joined the Alpha Tau Omega Fraternity.
During his short stay in college he won the
hearts of all who knew him by his genial
nature, his gentle manner, and his hard
and patient work.

The funeral services were held on Tues-

day afternoon, May 25, at 2.00 P. M., in
the Friends’ Church at East Vassalboro.
College exercises were suspended for the
afternoon. TFor the first time in the history
of the chapter the Alpha Tau Omega: Fra-
ternity was called upon to attend the funer-
al of one of its active brothers. The Fra-
ternity escorted the body from the house
to the church. The pallbearers were Row-
land Hussey, Harold Tobey, E. N.:Herrick,
and Henry Reynolds, of the fraternity; and
Charles Barker and Robert Webber of Oak
Grove.

The services at the church were beautl-
ful and impressive. The Colby Quartet-.

. sang two selections, one at the beginning-

of the service and another at the close.
Pres. Roberts read the Scripture and spoke.
very touchingly of the life of the young"
man at Colby. Principal Jones of Oak.
Grove paid a beautiful tribute to his old:
pupil and friend, and Isaac Higginbotham, :
’11, spoke a few loving words for the fra-.
ternity. This was followed by a few re-'
marks by the pastor of the church, Rev. =
Eloise Hafford, who also offered prayer.
The services were largely attended by the
many friends of the deceased. In addi-
tion to his college and school friends, a
large delegation from the Vassalboro
Grange was present. The flowers were
especially beautiful and testified to a large
and loving circle of friends.

The body was escorted to the grave by
the Fraternity and prayer was there offered
by Mr, Higginbotham. The testimony of
all was that it was the saddest, and yet

the most beautiful funeral ever attended.

Dames of the State of Maine, that the an-
nual prize of twenty-five dollars, known as
the Mary Floyd Neely Memorial Prize,

* essay upon some topic in the colonial his-

tory of Maine, has been awarded for the
year 1909, to Miss Inez Naomi Stevenson, a
member of the present Senior Class of
Colby. The subject of the essayis:— ‘‘Bar-
on Castine and the Place that Bears His
Name.’’
- The competition is open to the women of
the colleges of Maine, who are pursuing

courses in History. A number of papers

were submitted, and of the number, three
were sent from Colby.

Miss Stevenson, the winner of the prize
for 1909, was born in Clinton, Maine. She
fitted for college at Coburn Classical Insti-
tute, and entered Colby in the fall of 1905,
She will graduate in June with the class of
1909. The successful article is a historical
research of something over six thousand
words in length, based upon a careful study
of the resources of the libraries of Maine
and Boston, and involving four or five
months preparation.
