‘ Last Saturday evening for the first time

in the history of college athletics in the
state, an indoor intercollegiate meet was
held, Orono being the place.

. The University of Maine defeated Colby
in this Exhibition Indoor Meet by a score
of 50 to 19. The relative standing of the
two teams is much closer than the score
would indicate, as Colby was badly handi-
capped by giving Maine nine .points in the
pole vault without entering any competitors
and by the fact that the track at Maine is
a saucer track entirely different from the
square track to which the Colby team was
accustomed.

The features of the meet were the pole
vaulting of Rogers of Maine and the high
jumping of Herrick of Colby who won the
high jump at five feet, six inches. By a
clever steal, Waite of Maine got away and
defeated Nardini, Colby’s star sprinter.
While Colby did not win this meet, her
supporters éame 'bac'k feeling that the pros-
pects for a winning track team this coming
- year were better. than they have been any
previous year. :

His record in the 100-yards dash is 10 1-5
seconds and his record in the 220-yards
dash is 22 seconds

He coached Concord High School for five
consecutive champlonshlps, 1899 to 1904,
the teams winning the New Hampshlre
state championship and the Dartmouth in-
terscholastic championship.

He coached Pinkerton Academy for the
seasons of 1906 and 1907, and the team of
the latter year was a winner,

Brewster Academy secured his services
for 1908 and 1909, and the Brewster team
was third in the Dartmouth interscholastic
meet and won the New Hampshire state
championship in 1909. '

Mr, Adams assisted in the development
of Abbot and Robinson, distance runners,
and Hill and Schumacher, old Dartmouth
runners. = Swasey,  Dartmouth’s fastest
sprinter in 1905 and 1906, was developed in
preparatory school to 101-5 under Mr.
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Adams’ coaching. Frank Nardini, captain
and star sprinter of Colby, was developed
by Mr. Adams. -

He has coached at least one N. E. 1. A.
. A, championship relay team, and had the
world’s record relay team in 1904.

' Mr. Adams has taken hold of his work at
Colby in an excellent manner. He has the
united support -of every member of the
track squad and the entire student body. -
