Newspapers are designed lo furnish iiifonaa 
lion to tlie public and a livelihood to those em 
ployed in producing them. Their income is 
derived from two sources—first, from sale or 
subscriptions ; secondly, from the charges paid 
by those who see fit to use them as means of 
comrouicuting with the public for their own 
advantage or profit. .There IS probably not a 
daily paper in ilie world—certainly not in 
America—that could live a year witliout lhai 
large portion of its revenue derived from ad- 
vertisifig,'nor.nideed, could, the public now se­
cured by advertisers be obtained for twenty 
times the present cost in any other form tlian 
that of the paid-for newspaper.

If a man applies lo a lawyer, a doctor,' a 
tavern keeper, u mcrclinnt, for any of the com­
modities whereby the latter makeA his living, 
he expects to pay therefor. He never says,
‘ If you want pay for this you can have it;' 
paying is a matter of course. But if he goes 
to an editor to get his ax ground he generality 
pays when he can’t help it, but tie seems to 
think it. rather mean that payment Is ex­
pected.

PuMicily is a vital element of success in al­
most every business, li a man were to mor­
row to invent a machine which would .do the 
work of a forty horse steam engine for one- 
eigliili theicosi, whether in building or running, 
of such a steam engine, he would be long in 
making a fortune out of it if there wcre .no 
press. By the iiid of the journals, he might 
acquire wealth from his invention in the course 
of two years, while in their absence he wouM- 
very ceriaiiily go down to his grave in poverty, 
(li.qiigli soniu future generation would not ftiij 
to profit by hiA labors.

As soon as the weather becomes warm enoftgh 
to affect the meat It-mnst Ne taken Oftt, washed 
in cold water and put into ftew brine sufficient­
ly strong to preserve it, adding two pounds of 
sugar, with cloves, and nllspioe, if desirnhlft.

The following is the recipe of one of the 
largest packers In Quincy market. ' Three 
pecks of Turk’s Island salt and four pounds of 
sogar lo a bart'el of beef. He uses the three 
pecks of salt beside that used in making the 
brine.—England Farmer,

The dog 
which runs at the sido of the carriage through 
the intense heat of a July sun, dashes info the 
cold spring With Impnnily and returns refresh­
ed, having no*prespiraiion lo check, ‘when 
men or horses submerged irt n skniliar manner 
would suddenly check perspiration, and if they 
suttiTcd the sliock, it would be but to dio with 
acute or chronic inflamation.’ In violent mq- 
ifon the respiration of both men nnd horses is 
increased, hot not sufficiently so ns to enrry off 
(he lieat that ie generated—they perspire thro’ 
the skin, (he pores of which become opened or 
enlarged, and it is while in this condition that 
both are exceedingly liable lo he injured, and 
when grekt care is necessary to preserve the 
health of either.

lYe saw a noble lookisg animal the other 
dapr standing by (he roadside, wet with per­
spiration, dotted with white foatn, and ap­
parently highly heated. There he stood, un­
cheeked by rein mr halter, fnilhlully wailing 
his master’s return. . The. cold was intense, 
the mercury then being below zero! . Impa­
tiently he pawed the ice under his feel, champ­
ed the bit, and wildly flung his bead from slue 
to side, while his li|!A were contracted and nos­
trils collapsed, giving him a ' fieree and unnat* 
ural appearance. No blanket covered his wet 
and heated body, while tl>e keen morning air 
froze stiff the moist long hairs that stood out 
from the skin. He was evideiiily suffering 
severely. And this is no uncommon giglit,— 
So little is known of the physiology nnd func­
tions of the horse that men who would refuse 
an extravagant price for a favorite animal suf­
fer Mm lo stand in (he condition wbieli we 
have described.

If the Itorse mentioned escaped an attack of 
colic or violent inflamation in some shape, it 
was his good fortune, and not from any wis­
dom or humanity on the part of his owner.

Even in mild weather, though it may be 
summer, meu nor horses should remain quiet 
in a cold draft when heated and wet with per­
spiration. Millions of the colds complained of 
would be prevented by observing this simple 
rule, nnd thousands of valuablo lives preserv­
ed which are now annually extiiiggished..

I Rev. Mr, Mitchell, City Missionary, wfilCs 
lo Ihe Mayor that for many years he Iiaa had 
under bis supervision from GoOto 7G0 families, 
and be adds that not l-20tb of intemperate 
drinking can now be found, that existed when 
the ' Maine Law' went into effect. In his 
constant walks about the city he does not meet' 
one intoxicated person a day ; and he does not 
recollect more than five or six cases for (he 
last six months, of complaints of wives that 
their husbands drink loo much ; in many in­
veterate cases which he knows, where both 
liusband and wife drank to excess, they are 
entirely reformed through tlie effect of the law, 
nnd are living happily together.

Rev. Mr. Hadley, the other City Mission­
ary, writes that his intercourse is chiefly with 
the poorer part of Ihe population, who are out 
of the Alms House, and especially with the in­
temperate. He speaks in the same encourag­
ing tone, and his statistics are equally conclu­
sive.

The report concludes as follows:—

to the Act for the “ Suppression of Drinking

In 1851 the Legislature prohibited the sale 
of land, mill Maine has prohibited the sale of 
timber, 'nie result is a suspension of opera- 
lions. 1 am assured by the authorities pf 
Maine that they shell proceed lo sell their ia- 
terests in the lands, and thus Massachusetts, 
without Iter own agency will become a co-ten­
ant with individual purchasers. 'I'his, of 
coarse, cannot he permitted.

The Coat of Arms of the Siflie of Maine 

coniisis of « while slili-hl, on which is repre- 
senled a pine tree, iinil nl Ihe font of ihe tree 
lies a moose deer. The shield is <uiip<iited on 
the riglit by h hiishandman resting on u ..tyllie, 
and on the left by n seiinion resting on nn an­
chor. A ship appears in tlie distance on the 
left, and on the right n house. The foreground 
represents land.

Under tlie shield is llie mime of the State 
in large Homan capitals, Almve the shield, 
for a crest, is the North Siai ; and between the 
star and the shield is the motto, IJinuio—• 1 
direct.’ The pine tree—intended to be repre­
sented on the csciilclicon, is called the mat/ 
pine, an evergreen of lowering lieighi, and 
enoimous size, and Ihe liirge.«l and most iiselul 
of American pines and Ihe best limber for 
luasls—is one of the. staples of the commerce 
of Maine, (M mell as the pride of lier forests.

The moose deer—the largest of the native 
animals of the Stale, wliieli retires before th(^ 
approaching steps uNiuman iiihabitanuy, and 
is llius an emhletn of liberty—is here repre­
sented quietly reposing, to denote lln;—extent 
of uneullivuted land uhieli the ISlale ^kiss- 
esses.

Tha soppnrlers of tlie shield—n liushnnd- 
man on one side representing ngricullure, and 
a seaman, on the other. re|iresenling commerce 
Mild dslieries—imlicHle that the .Stale is sup­
ported by these primary \oialions of its inhub- 
ilanls.

As in IliC arms of Ibe United Slates, a clus­
ter of stars represent Ihe Sir'es eompiwing the 
nation, so llte North Star may l.e eon.-idered 
parlicDlaily upplienble to the,' imisl mirilieni 
member ot ibe confederney ; and as ij- is a di­
recting point ill iinvieHiioii (Oirigo), and is 
bere used to represent llio State, .so Ihe State 
may be considered llie citizen's guide, and tlie 
objccl to which Ihe patriot's best exertions 
should be exerted. ['I'lie .Student.
