Aoriculturk AND CoMUKRCE. Nothing
is more ridiculous than to assort that agricul-
ture i* more important than commerce, or vice
verw. Both interests are equally* important;
and in this country the depreasipn or prdeperi-
ty of the one must produce a corresponding in-
When a countiy
is thinly populated ; when iU manufacturbig,
mining and otliec resource* are andcvelopcd,
while labor ia cheap, and when the soil yields
more than is consumed, it is obviously an ad-
vantage to export the surplus, because it cqp
be Sold In'the miurkets of .more populous and
farther advanced nations at a profit, and pur*:
chase in return the production* gf those "coun-
tries ; hut, when consumption overtakes lupftly
at home, and when, in addition, the Ipbonag
population becomes too numerous to be employ-
ed on the soil, ex|>ortution must cease. Tbe
difficulty tlien arises, how is the surplus popu-
lation to b«f occupied? Commerce. and mauU'r
factures uiiurd a sat'islactory solution, AraouT
ufacturcr can‘employ as many people, and pro-
duce os miicli, in a building occupying a few
square yards of ground, os would bring in ex-
change from other countries the produce of
thousands of acres: he, therefore, artifidally
enlarges tho extent of tho country. And, as
there is no limit to invention, manufacturing
nnd science, no well organized txtuntry need
fciu* over-liopulu(ion. Tbe tarinpr's intermit,
then, is cluurly to make comiiierce as'unshac-
kled aa possible, stimulate the increase of man-
ufactures, and consequently increase thq power
of consumption in the people. He liquid, in
fact, seek his profit in increased |(et”ral pro-
duction and demand, rather than ta increased
prices oooMquent upon diadnUhed mupply.

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The Board of Agriculture.

The Session of this body closed on Friday
evening Inst—thus setting the good example
of terminating their labors and their pay at
the same lime, instead of adjourning in ihe
morning and taking pay for a day’s work that
was not done. This is fanner-like, and a good
hint to other legislative bodies. Agricultural
instuction has been the piineipat subject dis-
cussitd. The establishment of a larm-schuol
the continuation of the geological survey, and
the intrnduclipn of agricultural chemistry ns a

branch of study in common schools, each pass-
ed a thorough examination.

A committee reported 88,000 as the appro-
priation necessary for a fiirm-school. This is
an important object, and if the fdrmers stand
by their own interests the measure will be car-
ried—though we think the appropriation desig-
nated should at least be quadrupled.

A committee reported in favor of a vigorous
effort to introduce the study of agricultural
chemistry into our common schools, and a spe-
cial committee was appointed to press the ac-
complishment of the object. The Board is' re-
ported to have “ thought it nut wise lo press
the subject now; it might be attempting loo
much ! When will the farmers of Maine
cease to think it " reo much ” lo'ask from legis-
lation a tithe of the attention justly their due ?
Is not botany a bianch taught in our common
schools ?—nnd yet for want of the proper ac-
companiment of agricultural chemistry, the
whole expense is wasted upon the few fancy
Misses that tire of the pianoforte. ““Asking
too mnch!” Farrpers of Maine, this is no
way ! Stand up boldly in the honest dignity
of your culling, and demand your rights, bach-
ing yo?ir efforts by your votes, till the legisla-
ture is convinced it is not “ too much ” for you
lo ask what is justly your due. How much of
the State appropi iation for Colleges and high-
schools is expended upon the dead languages?
This is for the clergy. How much upon polit-
ical economy and its kindred branches ? This
is for the lawyers. How much upon geology,
botany, and chemistry ? This is for the doc-
tors. A, b, ¢, and “ cyphering far as ilie
Bole of Three,” is the portion of the falrmer!
And yet the farmer himself, through his repre-
seiilalives, fears he is “ asking too much ™ when
hq petitions for the privilege of studying in the
common school a branch that is the very foun-
dation of agricultural progress! It is too plain
that the farmer asks too little of legislation.—
What a rally Js made to caucus and lobby,
when the money lender wants a bank, or the
capitalist a cotton factory ! Even the farmer
brings op his vole lo the rescue when others
want assistance. When his own interests want
encouragement, and nothing is needed but that
be should himself make the demand, be trem-
bles in his shoes for fear he is “ asking too
much |7

Where are the-champions of agriculture?—
Why don't the agricultural papers take hold of
what is a plain duty, and press it home upon
the legislature ? If nothing else will answer,
remind them tI*t the farmers hold the key to
every office in the Slate, and threaten its use!
This is done in every other interest. When a
Liquor Law is asked, the members count eve-
ry nose among their constituents, from the pal-
est to the redesi; and as that ssliraate foots up,
so they vole. Thus they make a Maine Law
—and thus, at another footing up, they may un-
make the same law. So, when the farmer
wants a law to favor bis honest and just rights,
let him remind the legislature—nnd the office
holders, which is the same thing—that his nose
is to be ccuriled on the side of its owner’s best
interest. This will do it, our word for it?

The present is emphatically a crisis to the
farmers of Maine. The Stale has reached the
precise point where she must rally to “ devel-
op her resources.” In what direction shall »lie
look ? We say, lo agriculture, aelbe main point;
and to this end we say to the farmeis, in the
language of the politicians, “ Rally, and organ-
iae |

Legislature, a company organized, the roafi un-
der. contract and partly built— The ubject
sought to be obtained by this project seems
not lo be to build a road from the Kennebec
river to Bangor, unless that corporation can
be made either subservient to the intereals of
the”rnat road from Portland lo Montreal or
«t least linked permanently to that road by a
contract favorable to the interests of that cor-
poration. These things not having been ag-
roroplished, this project ostensibly oi Mr. Poor,
springs up. It presents itself in a captivating
form lo persons who either will not scrutinise
it or who expect a railroad to be built with no
efforts on tba part of those most inie’realed in
its construction. It holds out the idea that
there are certain gentlemen in England, Messrs.
Jackson, Petio & Co., who are extrsmely anx-
ious lo build a road, in some twelve roonthi, be-

ani ft would hardly be possible even to confer
with them before the end of six months, much
less to procure the requisite sluck,*lo organize
the European & North American Railroad Co.
nnd put the road under contract to Waterville.
Bat still, nolwiihsianding the folly of such a
project, such a grant would accomplish all the
evil that Poor and those who stand behind him
desire. It would, they 8uppo8e,discournge those
now engaged in building the'road between Wa-
terville and Bangor—and if in the six months
referred lo in Poor’s bill, he and his coadjutors
could get up a sham organization of lho Euro-
pean road and make sham contracts with
Messrs. Pelo, Bu~bo & Co., they would then
accom[:JIish their object. They would have
control”perhnps of the coporation from lhe Ken-
nebec river to Calais, and by that lever they
expect to wheel into line, ns they suppose, an
obstinate operation, andtiiake the whole line of
railroads east of Portland subservient to the
interests of Ihc Atlantic road.

That Poor is not alone in this project is ap-
parent from the fact tliat the Portland Adver-
tiser supports bis plan in “ editorial since his
petition to the Legislature, thus indicating its
origin'and support.  Such, as far as we can
gtillicr them, seem, the leading objects of this
scheme.  Tliat the ' representatives will be
ready lo assign the contingent interests of their
constituents in these lands to the kire of Messrs
Poor & Co. we shall be slow to believe, much
less can we believe that they will aid him in
accomplishing such manifest rascality towards
a corporation now in existence and struggling
to accomplish the object of their grant.

The Maine Law.—The newspapers tell us
of many expedients that have been adopted by
individuals to invade the inhibitions ol this law
in the States that have adopted it, some of
which appear to be attended with a fair degree
of success. If, indeed, the tenor of many of
the articles we read upon the subject may be
taker, as an exposition of popular sentiment,to
defeat the intent contemplated in any legal en-
actment is one of tbe most praiseworthy of all
possible manifestation of high-toned spirit and
sagacious adroitness. But we do not concur
in this view of tbe matter. Though we are
not of those who regard all change'as improve-
ment and all innovation as reform, but, on tbhe
contrary, are rather prone lo adhere with deep-
rooted tenacity to the well-tried and approved
Dsages of the world, yet, when we once realize
the (act that a law exists by virtue of the legal
and aulhurilalive power of the community, we
are acquainted with no line of conduct com-
patible with the duly of a good citizen but that
of implicit and respeettui obedience ; and any
toleration of a contrary course is, in our hum-
ble judgment, among the most portentous signs
of a decadence in the wise and patriotic senti-
ments of the American People.

It is true that the constitutionality of the law
in question is doubled by many intelligent and
worthy citizens. But, until it i! pronounced'
lo be unconstitutional by the competent judi
cial tribunals of ibu country, he cannot,.in pur
ettlimalion, be a good citizen svlio' will cause it
to be disregarded.—[National Intelligencer.

Duty of Officers under the Law.—In
a case growingout ofu liquor seizure in Boston,
the owner of one of the barrels seized having
brought on action to recover Uie value ol the
barrel—Justice Russell of the Police Court,
on Saturday decided that where the law im-
poses a duly, an authority is implied lo do all
that is necessary to perform that duly, nnd the
command to seize the liquor implies an nntlior-
ily to seize the rank. Tlie same principle
which applies to its detention until a final de-
cision in the ease, and the seizure anil deten-
tion were justified by the clause in .the law re-
quiring the use of the implements of traffic, as
evidence in the case. The case was decided
for defendant and appealed.

Later from the SocibtV Islands.—The
la.st accounts from the Society Islands report
that the French are grailually strengthening
their position and consolidating their power in
that quarter with the evident intention of build.-
ing up a permanent colony and establishing a
military and commercial depot on the Pacific.
They have a large fleet in the'heighborbood; a
respectable military force in gawrison ; have
established a regular interior and foreign trade ;
constructed a marine railway for the repair of
vessels, and are fast, making a civilized coun-
try of Tahiti. Among other things they were
about to despatch an expedition to[the Naviga-
tor Islands, to chastise the inhabitants for al-
leged insults on the French missionaries and
traders at those islands.

Important Decision—An iraporlnnt de-
cision to hotel keepers was made at the De-
cember term of the Supreme Judicial Court in
Berkshire county. The agent of the. Berk-
shire Woollen Company came to Boston to at-
tend a lawsuit for the company, bringing with
him some twenty-five witnesses, whose hoard
he was to pay, and all put up at the Marlboro’
Hotel on Ihe 1st of October, then kept by N.
S. Procter.  On the second'or third of Novem-
ber the trunk of the ngem- was broken open
and 8500 of the money stolen therefrom which
he had to pay the expenses of himself and his
witnesses. The defendant proved that he had
a safe, and that his guest ought lo have depos-
ited his money in it, or let him know he had so
much money with him; also that lhe agent
was not a traveller, but a boardeg. Judge
Fletcher ruled in substance, that if the loss
was produced by the carelessness of the agent,
the hotel keepers were not liable, and that a
knowledge by said agent of the custom lo de-
posit large sums in the safe, and his not coin
plying with it, woifid amount to such careless-
ness, but that unless Ihs*botel keepers could
clearly prove suoh knowledge by said agent
they must be held liable; also that botef'keep-
«rs are liable for ~he safely of tbe goods and
money of their'guests. Judgment was accord-
ingly rendered for Ihe plaintiffs. This decision
settles the law of this coraraonweallh.—[Post'

Tbe ventriloquist mnal be'at some
distance from bis atidience, and most have sone
aid from their imaginations, in order lo pro-
duce tbe desired effect upon their minds. Hs
directs their attention to a box, or window, or
lhe floor of tbe stage, and as the imaginary
“Jack ' recedes into the cellar, be forma the re-
plies supposed lo come from * Jack ' lower nnd
lower in his throat, as ‘ Jack ' vanishes in the
distance. When you occupy the middle of a
room, a ventriloquist standing at one aide of
the room cannot“throw his voice ' over yonl
head, and make it appear to come from the side
opposite to himself, even by help of your own
imagination.

Two Weeki Later from California.

San Francisco, Jan, 1.—Tliu present winter
is conceded to be the most severe one experi-
enced in this country since it has beeri populat-
ed by Americans. During the last t'orlnighl,
it has been raining and snowing nonlinuRlly on
the mountains and in the valleys, and we fire
daily in the receipt of accounts of distress and
suS'ering in all parts of the State. The wa-
ters have been unusually high, and communi-
caliosie through the mining regions have been
almost entirely cut off, either by snow or the
overflowing streams. The rivers have been
swelled to such an extent as to inundate all
(he low lands, causing an immense damage, and
destroying stock and agricultural products.—
The whole country between Tehama and Sac-
ramento City was eolirely under water, whilst
Marysville was partly inundated, and tbou”
Sacramento was well protected by a levee, the
lower portions were submerged." The waters
at the present time have subsided, although
the raids still continue. On the mountain
streams the loss of mining implements has
been great, and all work for the present is sus-
pended. Bridges have been swept away, and
ferries destroyed ; and some few lives lost.—
The Southern portion of the mining district
has suffered equally with the-~octhem.-------- —

Stockton has been inundated partially, and
property lo a considerable amount destroyed.

The bridges on the Calaveras, Stanislaus and
other streams, have been swept away and com-
munication with the mining towns for a while
suspended.

The flood has been uhiversal, and the waters
higher than in the memorable winter of 1849.

The great scarcity of provisions and the con-
sequent high price has occasioned much suflftr-
ing and distress, and it is feared that many will
actually die from starvation. Many minors
subsist entirely on beef and potatoes, whilst in
other portions of the mines there are hundreds
who have nothing at all hut barley and potatoes.
In poilions of Yulm and Sierra counties the
snow was already ten feet deep and still falling,
and tbe miners actually i;educed to absolute
want.

In one place the miners held a meeting and
offered a trader lo sell what flour they had on
hand at forty-five cents per pound, and all who
were able to leave did so, thus leaving the pro-
visions for those who were unable to find their
way through the snow to the valleys. IN some
places cabins are entirely crushed, thus culling
off |lie last chance of protection.

The Hohounis received may be greatly ex-
aggerated; nevertheless there is much suffer-
ing and distress, and it is not impiohable "that
some' may perish with starvation.

Child Burned to Death.—In East Cor-
inth on Saturday last, a little girl eight years
eld, daughter of Mr, Charles Herrick was suf-
focated and burned to death. She was sick,
and being in a room where there was a fire,
she was left alone for a abort time. The smell
of smoke soon brought Ibe inmates of the house
lo the chamber, which was found full of dense
smoko with two beds on fire. The little girl
was in one of them dead, being horribly burn-
ed. She had, from appearances, escaped from
one burning bed into the other, and carried the
fire with her.—[Bangor Mercury.

The Kane Case—Washington/Jan. 81.
In the Supreme Court, to-day, three opinions
were delivered. Justice Carton delivered 1he
opening one, and hold that the arguments of
Counsel Busteed and Brady, denying the right
or power of Consul Barclay to usurp the func-
tions of the accredited British Minister upon
questions of international law was untenable’,
but that the British government might dele-
gate that power. He delivered an opinion ad-
verse lo the views of Justices Taney, Nelson,
and Curtis.

Judge Curtis followed and differed from all
his associates on minor points, but concurred
with Justices Nelson and Daniels upon ques-
tions of non-jurisdiction in tbe case, under ex-
isting slalfi of Acts of Congress.

The result, if we are correctly informe'd, will
be that the Bench being cqui®lly divided upon
the main question of jurisdiction, the prisoner
roust remain in duresse until action is taken de
novo upon the merits, or until the writ be al-
lowed on future motion on tbe part of the pris-
oner ; so that the question must come again be-
fore lhe New York Courts.

Execution in New York—[WO0O young
,men, one aged 19 and the other 20 years, were
executed in New York city, yesterday, for the
murder of a ship keeper, after robbing the ship.
The execution took place at tbe Tombs, which
was surrounded by an immense crowd, estimat-
ed at fifteen thousand persons. A third per-
son, named Johnson, was convicted of the same
crime, but his sentence was commuted to im-
prisonment fdr life. HU accomplices who were
hung confessed their own guilt, but said that
Johnson was in a boat alongside at tbe time
the murder was committed, and was so drunk
that be oould have had no aclua® knowledge
of the murder.

Interkstiko Legal Decision—The Neu-
trality Laws ofthe United Stales—Chief Jus-
tice Taney delivered,an important decision in
the U. S. Supreme Court, a few days ago, in
the case of certain American cilizenil, nzainsi
Col. Thomas J. Chambers, of Tdxa.s. ‘While
Texas was contending against Mexico, but be-
fore her independence liad been acknowledged
by our govi i'nmenl,'llie defendeni. Chambers,
desiring lo carry on the revolutionary cause,
sold large tracts of land lo the plaintiffs—title
to which he covenanted to make at any time
when called upon by the purchasers. The pur-
chase. money was expended in equipping sol-
diers for the revolutionary aimy ;and alter the
establishment of Texan Inde|iendenrC, defend-
ant received the itianks of the Congre.ss of the
new.Uepublic, and wn.s reimbursed all the ex-
penses incurred by him during the jvar, in the
public service, including the price of these
lands. Subsequently lie was called upon to
make title to the lands sold to [ilaintiffs, which
he refused. Suit was brought to compel him
to Ihe performance of his covenant, and he set
up in defence the allegation that Ihe contract
was void, because in contravention of the neu-
trality laws of the United .Stales. The court
sustained this defence, deciding the contract lo
be null and void, and those who advanced the
money were liable lo be punialied in a crimi-
nal prosecution, for a violation of the neutral-
ity laws of the United Slale.s.

Uiimanagement with Apple Trees.

Mr. Editor:—Isend jou soineof my >iewi
mpecling the improper management of iipjile
trees, which if you slioulU think might be con-
ducive lo the benefit of mankind, you will
please to insert in your valuable ‘paper, i
shall commence the subject in an abrupt style,
by skying, il a coroner’s inquest were held over
four-fifths of the apple trees that h.ive died in
Vermont and Northern New York within the
past twenty years, the verdict would be, died
ofttarvalion. ‘riiere is si aicely a person who
has followed husbandry ten years, (hut dues
not know that il will not answer to take off
in~re than five or six crops of grain in succes-
sion from a piece of land without manure; but
the sa ue-inaii lakesolf tiuui ten to hlieen crops
of apples liom his orchard n iiliout.adding ma-
nure ; antf when the crops begin to grow light,
the fruit small and of .interior quality, he be-
gins to inquire fur the cause u) such light crops.
He asks his neighbor what is the matter with
his orchard. (Pretends to be very wise Iniii-
self but likes to get ihe opinion ul his neigh-
bors.) His neighbor tells him il needs pinn-
ing, and lie soon prepares fur tile business. He
is very much afraid of cost, and therefore tries
to find a maalhat will do it cheap. (Most tar-
mers, if they are obliged to have a leg or an
arm cut off, cmidoy the niusl skillful surgeons
who perrorin ihe operation with the sharpest
and finest of iiisirunienis, but the same men
generally employ the cheapest bunglers they
can find lo cut off the limbs ot (lieir apple
trees.) He soon finds a cheap bungler; and
lo make it come cheaper, he hires him by Ilhe

job, and gives him all the branches to pay lor
theMuboiv  This induces him to cut off twice
as much as he otherwise would have dune. (1
wish 10 have il borne in mind, that every
branch above, has ile corresponding root be-
low, and when a large branch is cut ofi| iis
root is more or less paralysed, and a d. raiige-
nient in the circulation lakes place, similar to
that occasioned io the-human body by cutting
off a leg or arm.) Hu now commences the
work of death upon ihe orchard wiili an old ax,
and cuts or haggles off oiie-Imlif ot the hrancht-s.
‘The next year the apples being much larger,
Mr. Unthrifty thinks be hits accomplished the
great object. The reason why the apples are
larger is, lhe few brunches receive Ill.e same
nutriment that the many received before. Tlie
branches bpillg improperly cut off, the slocks
do not heal over, hut soon die, roi, and (orm |
boleA into the ireea ; llieAu liulet lut m the wa
ter, which soon lieslroys the inside ol the
trunk. This, together with the great deruiige-
ment in the circululiuii, occasioned by culling
off too many large hl'Hiielics, nnd nwiil of loud,
set SO pow-etlully upon the vitality of lhe irees, i
that VRinly slrug”hilg lur u ftJiv ~curo, !
they give up the giiost and dio, And who
blames th(;in| Suiely no man of uodersluud
ing can.

The husbandman now find.s hie plans frus-
trated, and again inquires ul his neighbor wbut {
has caused the di-nlh of his orchard. (Hisl
neighbor don’t know enough to tell him Iha. |
starvation was the principal cause.) He tell.
him tiiat llie climate dues not agree witli old|
apple trees in this latitude ut the present dav
and, The only 'ing e cun do, u lo set out a
young orclmrd. Ho snys lo himself, this Will
he of iio use to me, for J am now sixty yeitrs
uf sgs. but as | have children who are toad
of good Iruil, 1 will set out a few to gratify
them. The first step he lakes is to find where
he can obtain lhe irees cheapest, without any
regard lo the manner in which they liave been
trained. (One tree properly trained, uud prop-
erly set, produces more clear profit the firm
twenty years, than ten set otherwise.) As lie
it K man who dvaU mo.ily in clieau arlicle*, lie
empioyi a man lo lurniib lliu trceA and ret !
thero by ibe job. (ThiA id ibo wursi kind ol
jobbing J ever beard of.) Thid be doed (or
eighteen ceiite apiece. It i* generally Ibe cude
1hat people who wurk by ibe job, try to make
M good ajob as posdible.  He is therefore very
careful not to dig the bulec loo large. He digs
them about as large as a peck measure ; into
these email cavities, surrounded by a very hard
ioil, be crams in lbe roots of the trees, and if
be cannot get them all into ibe bole, he cuts off
apart of them with bis shovel. (Whenever
the roots of Irees are cut off, it should be dune
with a very sharp inatruineiii.) He then throws
back the sods and lumps arbuiid the Irees and
pronounces them set in first rate order, lie
then receives bis pay and is off in a burry.——
Mr. Unibrifly soon expacif lo see a thrifty or-
chard, but it very much disappointed. The
ireea being impropeily trained wbila in the
nursery, and improperly set in lhe orchard, one-
third of them die tlie first acMun. The re-
mainder being sickly, languish three or fuur
years, during which time one>half of them die.
‘Of all the trees thus set, not more than one in
lea Is ever profitable. Atmut Ibis time, Mr.
Unthrifty “ies, leaving bis unlliriny orchard
for hb ttnfliyiriy children, who are very ihankt
fnl for the pains he has lahsn for them, at lhe
same lime thinking him to be nearlyas wise
M any miui In the Unioii. Thb U the way
mIMJ nea manage with tbeir orchards, who
boast of being enlighlened, end who are fiving
in thest! free and enlightened Sutce of North
America. lahou'd Nke to any soaMhing
the Mibjeot of iirigniion, wbleh 1 perceive
very inperfeetly.understeed in (hb paft of tbe
ootmlry { tmt ahnil defer it till a faiara period,
