These are the three most active principles in
lea, bnt of the remaining ingredienie'—fat,
starch, water, mineral and other matters—we
need only mention gluten, Ibe nutritive char-
acter of which ha* already been noticed. This
substance forms one-fourth of the weight of the
dried leaves, and therefore render* theni es
nourishing as peas or beans. The ordwiary
process of infosion extracts bat little of the
glnien, and consequently the moet f~ing ele-
ment in tbe plant is rejected. When first in-
troduced into Europe, it is sa'id that tbe liquid
was sometimes discarded and the leaves bro’t
to table to be eaten like cabbage or cauliflower.
At the present time tbe Tartare reduce the lea
to a powder, and mix it with fat and salt; and
in tome parts of Sooth America, according to
Captain Basil Hall, the native*' drink the hot
inl'usion in the first instance, and then the res-
idual leaves are handed ronnd on a silver plate.

The expected reaumplfon of the Vienna Con-
ferences -was rumored lo have already taken
pface, and it was doubtfully reported that the
new Austrian proposition* are peremtorily neg-
atived by England and France.

Said Pacha, Viceroy of Egypt, ha* given
orders for the coostruetioo of the railroad dcross
the Isthmus of Sues, 84 miles long..

A contract f* said to have been entered into
for a telegraph to Egypt.

From thu Crimea the aerra is of the most
important aod exebjag character, covering as
it does three diMhpC soeoeAes by the allies.

First, by the' last arrival we had a brief an.
nounrament tliat the Freneb had driven the
Russian* from a strong position of defenae, oBi
place do armio before Sebustopol. This occur-
red during the algbt ofthe 2td aad 28d. It
was a most sanguinary affair, tbe place being
defended by nearly tM whold.garrison. The
loss on both sides is set down at 8,000.

Gen. Felissi*r-says the Russian loss is enor-
mous, and that of hi* own troops considerable.
Through much losfi the French retained their
position.

Oen. Pelissier telegraphs, under date of the
25th, IOP.M: '

*To day We haveoccupied the line of Tcher-
naya. The enefo™ who 'were not in force of-
fered lhtle resisiance, ahd retreated rapidly to
the hilts. .We'have deflnilefy esthbllsbed our-
selves ih'fbe works carried'during the nights
of the 22d and 28d.

An armistice was agreed upon, for burying
the dead, and we were enabled to form an es-
timate of the enemy’s loss, ‘fhere must be
from 6000 lo 6000 killed and wounded.

The expedition lo Kertcli and Yenakale has
been attended with Coihplele success. The en-
emy fled at'lhe approach of the Allies. They
blew up their powder magazines, destroyed
their batteries and burned (heir steamers.

The Sea of Azofis occupied by tbe allied
squadrons. ! W
. Tbe.troops landed at Kerteli on Her Maj-
esty’s bhth day, 24th, aod the enemy fled, after
blowing up Ibeir fortifleations on both sides of
(he Straits, and destroying their steamers.—
Some vessels and '60 guns bad falleu into the
hands of the Allies.

Sir George Brown had reached Yenikle,
having the' previous day destroyed a foundry
near Kertch, where shot, shell and minnie-rifle
balls were manufaclored. According to the
advices the French were on the right, the En-
glish on the left, and tbe Turks were held in
reserve.

A despatoh from Lord Raglan of May SOth,
says that letters from Gen. Brown, who had
reached Yenikle, announce the deslhictlon by
the enemy of four Raeaiva war- sleamers.aoii
large depots of corn. The Allied ships bad
succeeded in blowing np a magazine at Arafat,
and in destroying about 100 merchant vessels.

Only the Russian Steamei's remained in the
Sea of Azof.

Five vessels loaded with corn were captured
at'Kerfob. The guos captured by the Allies
exceed 100.

I'he French account says the Russians burnt
80 transports, as well as four'steamships, and
destroyed 360,000 sacks ol corn, 160,000 sacks
of oats, and 1,000,000 Sacks of flour.

Reinforcements were daily arriving at Con-
stantinople. The occupation of Galuis, and an
attauk upon lam”ll end Rent were eoufldently
spokhh of.

The garriron of Sebasto{fol drew most oftheir
supplies fronf Kertch.

made from the three hills, besides allowing a
supply for (he table.

AVhenever a leaf began to look rusty or yel-
lowivli, it was removed, and every cucumber
and leaf was cut off with large scissors, so as
not to disturb or wound the vine. There is an
advaniage in having them run np on brush in-
stead of trailing over the ground ; because
they are much injured by being trodden on,
and by being kept low on the bushes they can
be easily and thoroughly examined every day,
which is essential, because ifone or two cu-
cumbers are overlooked, and grow very large,
it stops the yield of that vine.
