Mr. Wells’'s second lecture was upon the
The extent of the oceans was first
conrijlered, was shown to be precisely adjusted
to thh’required condition of life upon tliu globe;
iimrease or diminution would prove equally
disastrous.

The depth of the ocean was then shown to
be determined by the same wise regard for the
necessities of organic life. A change of the
depth would change climates, hence the life of
vegetables and animals, la tba form of (he
Ocean Basins, also, we see wisdom ; the great
submarine slopes serving for the feeding ground
and abode of tlie various specie* of fish.

The scenery of the ocean bottom was allud-
ed to, with remarks upon the probable and
possible uses of the varied structure of the
ocean bed. The curtp|)t* were then discussed ;
tlieir courses around the globe were traced out,
as depicted upon Pellon’s Physical and Politi-
cal Outline Map. The causes-of these were
then unfolded and a vivid picture was drawn
of the vast activities and prodigious en”gies
forever working in the bosom of the sea.

The speaker then proceeded to speak .,of the
influence of these currents|j that they lend lo
preserve the purity of (be equatorial ooeao and
to prevent congelation in the polar waters; that
they exert nn untold influenoe upon climates,
mitigating both frigid aud horrid extremes;
and' that they, also, are beginning to play an
important part in navigiition." "

Tlie Tides next came tender consideratfon,
and after a briefata'asoieut of leading fact* the
operation of the grand caose was illoslraled
by diagrams opon the board. This common
phenomenon of 'the tides was shown tb be'in
reality a m'ost i“ondeifill result'of conflicting
forcejh and * ipfctaclo ithat should,,exaiia the
imagination of every beholder—ibis piling-up
of the ocean beneath the dominant luminary,
in obedience to ilt mighty wilraciion exerted
through a void of 240,000 miles in extent,

A Valdable Paint.—Messrs. Editors :—
For the information of Mr. Philip, of- Greene
Co., and all others who are wishing to obtain
a cheap and valuable paint for buildings, |
would say, take common clay, (the same our
commoD bricks are made of,) dry, pulverise,
and run it ibrouuh a seive, and mix witli lin-
seed oil. You Rave then a first rate fire proof
paint, of a delicate drab color. Put it on as
thick as practicable.

If any one lias doubts in regard to (he above
just try ii on a small scale-—paint a shingle, for
instance, ami let it dry. Recollect (bat it must
be mixed thicker than common paints.

. The clay, when first dug, will be wet or
damp, but it will soon dry, spread in the airor
under a shelter; or, if wanted immediately, it
may be dried in a kettle over the fire. When
dry it will be in lumps, &c., and can be pul-
vericed by placing an iron kettle a few inches
in tbe ground, containing (he clay, abd pound-
ing it with tbe end oi a billet of hard wood,
three inches in diameter, and three feet long,
the lower end to be a little rounded. Then
sift it Any clay will make paint, but the col-
ors may be different, which can easily be as-
certained by trying them on a small scale, as
you will get a light red, and the greater the
heat you subject it to tbe brighter or deeper
the red.—[Country Gentleman.

Odr Relations -wiTn Great Britain.—

ment Of the United States and that of Great
Britain, it waa inadvertently stated that the
latter had not replied to the request to make

A rusty sheet of foolscap, of orthodox size
and ragged on the edge, is an autograph letter
of Washington, addressed lo Gov. George Clin-
ton, under dale of March 27, 1783. It an-
nounces to tlie Governor the conelusion of the
Peace. The signature stands out from the pa-
per as freshly as if it were written, not seven-
ty years ago, but yesterday—*' Geo. Washing-
ton. The letter is only of a dozen lines, it an-
nounces the fact that peace between the United
States and Great Britian has been concluded—
'on which glorious event,” Washington writes:

* Permit me to congratulate you with the
greatest sincerity.’

The subscription must not be passed by.
In the lower left-hand corner, in Washington’s
band writing, in immense letters, is the word
Peace. The General added a flourish of the
quill underneath, which we quite despair of
representing by any possible arrangement of
printing types. He was overjoyed. The frank
reads ‘ On public service.'

Great Britain and the United States.

—The Washington Union of Saturday, says
that despatches by (he Pacific confirm the as-
surances that there is nothing whatever in the
diplomatic relaiions between Great Brilinn and
the United Siutes which need awaken a mo-
ment’s solicitude on this side of the ~aler.
The Central American question is a subject of
earnest discussion und very serious difference
on some [mints, but that difference is still a
matter belonging lo negotiation. The Union
says that the despatch of the British fleet to
the West India station was probably caused by
the British Consul's mistake in relation to the
barque Maury.
