In break­
ing a coil to hit, (he rein should never be 
drawn so as lo cause positive pttln in tlic mus­
cles of (lie neck; for besides the inhumanity 
and uselessness of sucli a course, Ihe horse's 
mouth is irretrievably damaged by it for all 
future use | a good moutli is indisponiablo (or 
a goo<I saddle horse.

‘ B’lien tlie horse goes into harness, again 
comes the abominable curb lo make him hold 
up his head. As before remarked, in a little 
burse, with all Ids muscles in action, a moder­
ate curb is not very painful, hud is often useful 
nfler'luiig habit, in steadying his carriage ; it 
is like every other bad habit in this respect.— 
Ufit to hitch up (bo team to a post, leaving the 
cuibs lightly drawn, is an unmitigated abuse. 
Every day we see line carriage teams standing 
in that way, left by the hour. The noble beast 
first puls out hirfore feet, (hen gntliers again, 
turns Ids neck quite lo one side, then to the 
other side, lo relieve tlie acldng muscles, and 
all because tho ihoughtlesE driver bad neglect­
ed to take the checlt reins out of ilie hooks, or 
for fear Ids team wbold get llieir heads down. 
On Sundays our devotions are often very much 
disturbed by such siglils. B'ine carriage loams 
are trussed up for two hours at the cliurcli 
doors, sometimes hut and in fly time ; they can 
only twitch (heir shin and wag a stump ol a 
tail; sometimes in winter, Willi ihekefin wind 
singing in Iheir ears, and (heir forefeel ip the 
frozen slush of tlie gutter. In such cases, if 
it were not Sunday, and if it were not for dis 
(urbing belter worshippers, we nOuld like to 
throw a torpedo into the pow of tho owner, 
who ought lo be made to sit astride of a sharp 
rail without any cushion oh it, all the lime ids 
team was hitclied up that way.’

Otirb or Check Bein on Horses.
The Editor of the Ohio Cultivator is a close 

observer of borse tactics, and claims -ao be 
something of a^horsc himself ; consequently is 
able to speak (perliapsfrom experience) of (lie 
absurdities and cruellies practiced on colts, 
their datns and sires. The following remarks 
show that bis heart or symp.iihies lean in the 
right direction, and we recommend tbe follow­
ing article to our readets :

‘ We have a serious intention of erecting 
ourselves into a permanent institution for the 
relief of distressed uniuials. In a late number 
we glanced briefly at tbe unhorsemanlike prac­
tice of silting upon horseback while the horse 
was at rest. We come now to a more preva­
lent evil^practicB) in tbe abuse of the curb and 
check rein. In the Cultivator for 1854, page 
291, is an article on this subject from an Eng­
lish paper, which ought to be repeated, or 
sotUetbing like it every year.

‘ As we go upon our daily beat from tbe cot­
tage on 3d-street, to 'the Cultivator office, cur 
sense oi Jiorsemanity is almost dully outraged 
by wbat we see at tbe rails and posts along the 
curb-stoUe. Country people come in wilb their 
generally .well-kept horses, and bitch theni up 
while (bey do their shopping or other errands, 
which sometimes takes half a day or more.— 
Now, these people have not tbe slightest inten­
tion to abuse their horses ; on the cootraiy, 
many of them would fight for their steeds aS 
soon as they would for their wives or children : 
but this IS (be way they do it:—Most of those 
who come on horseback ride a Spanish saddle 
with high pommel, and with » short bridle- 
rein. They dismonnt, and lo keep the bridle 
rein from getting over ihe horses bead, they 
bitch it back over the pommel, by which it is 
drawn tight, and tbe horse's bead slightly curb­
ed. If the horse was in moltoR this slight curb 
would cause very little uneasiness, but while 
all tbe muscles are at rest, this fension soon 
becomes exceedingly painful,espeeially as many 
of these country horses are not at any other 
lime subjected to (he curb. The horse ^ars 
it very well for} a little while, but soon begins 
to step out and champ the bit, and if it bad the 
gift once vonchsafod to Balaam’s ass, would re­
prove its owner with all the modern improve­
ments of Ibe language- Buias the poor brute 
has no such faculty, and as ine rider is the ass 
in this case, it must grin'and bear it; unlessi 
indeed, tbe Editor of the Cultivator happens 
along, and quietly putting a finger under, the 
rein fillips il^off thd hdhi, and goes on as trf- 
nocently as if nothing' had happened,'white the

and goodness of their Author. The manifold 
exhibitions of skillful ndapiaiion in the world 
around uf, and the stupendous archileefure !of 
the heavens proclaim in solemn silence, as seems 
hcfilling, the being of the Eternal, Invi^bje 
spirit.

It is a principle regarded by every Christian 
philosopher as fully settled, that power can 
never be an attribute of matter—it can belon/; 
only to mind, and hence (bat every maleriql 
object and every motion must be traced to some 
intelligent being as iisoriginating source. We 
know nothing of ourselves, or of each other, 
except through the tokens of spiritual existence. 
We do not perceive by direct vision the spirits 
which animate these bodies, we are invisible 
and communicate - with each other only by 
means of telegraithic messages, and the organs 
of sense are but mediums of spiritual inter­
course.

But besides these common evidences of spir­
itual agency, proceeding from our fellow men 
and our Creator, there have been others of a 
more extraordinary character, traced,to the in­
habitants of the invisible world. The sacred 
Scriptures record the visits of angels in difler- 
eut periods of the world, to execute the special 
designs of God; they do not contradict the 
popular belief in the time of onr Lord, that 
certain maladies, bodily and mental were pro­
duced by the malignant po ^ er of demons ; 
they specially enjoin' upon us to be upon our 
guard against our “adversary the Devil ” who 
“ goeth about like a roaring lion seeking whom 
he may devour.” We are surrounded there­
fore on every side by spiritual influences.— 
Some of these are of the most beneficent char­
acter, and others most unfavorable in their ef­
fects. On the one hand, tbe Holy Spirit of 
God offering with the solicitude of paternal 
love bis renovating and sanctifying agency, io 
save mail from his sin and make him pure and 
blissful; on the other hand, the dark spirits of 
hell, striving to exert hpon the soul their bale­
ful power. It is also given to man himself to 
determine by which of these contending forces 
he will be governed, whether by the ever 
blessed God and the angels of light, dr by the 
foul spirits of darkness. And yet even if one 
were disposed to make the right choice, it is 
not always apparent, as we nright naturally 
suppose such divine influences would be, from 
which of these two sources given influences 
proceed—for we are warned that even Satan 
will sometimes put on the semblance of an an­
gel of light. Hence the occasion of our text 
“ Beloved, believe not every spirit, but try, the 
spirits whether they are of God ; because ihany 
false prophets are gone out into the world.’’— 
Thai is, believe not every teacher who comes 
to you pretending to be directed by tbe Holy 
Spirit, the source of truth, and inspiration, but 
judge whether it be the Spirit of God, or some 
other spirits, because there are false prophets 
as well as true ones. Before this, our Savior 
had also said : “ Beware of false prophets which 
coipe to you in sheep’s clothing, but inwardly 
they are ravening wolves.” '

Nowhere has tbe religion of Christ spread, 
but it has encountered tbe spirit of Anil-Christ 
and Ibis hostile spirit has found its greatMt suc­
cess in various deceptive arts, and pot by di­
rect violence. We are also warned by our 
Lord against this deceilfulness of errpr. He- 

■■’ssys : “Forthere shall arise false Christs,pnd 
false prophets, and shall show great signs and 
wonders, inspmucb, that if it were possible they 
shall deceive the very elect." Not: only are 
we warned against error, but we are also pro­
vided with the general principles on which we 
are to proced in forming a correct judgment, 
'fhe first is that given by our Lord “ By their 
fruits ye shall know them ; men dp not gather 
grapes of thorns nor figs of thistles.’’ The 
secuiid is that furnished by the apostle John, in 
connection with our text: “ Hereby know yo 
tbe Spirit of Gods Every spirit (bat confess- 
elh that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh I^of 
God ; and every spirit that confesseth not that 
Jesus Christ is come in tbe flesh is not of God. 
Apd this is the spirit of Anti-Christ whereof 
ye have beard that it should come, and even 
now already it is in the world." Tp confess 
that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh might ap­
pear to us a fecjile test ol character, did we- 
not consider that to make such a confession |n 
ih^t day was to adopt tbe acknowledged test 
which distinguishes the pbristian from the rest 
of the world, and it ol’ien required all the de­
votion of a'niarlyr to make this confession, and 
it was a stronger proof of true attachment to 
Christ Ilian the most explicit declaration could 
show at the present lime. Another apostle al­
so says: “ But though we or an angel frpin 
heaven, preach any other gospel untu you than 
that which we have preached unto you, let him 
be fiCRursed.”

j Taking this, the Christian stand-point, then, 
lot us cPnsider the so called Spiritual Manifes- 

' lalions of the present day, and inquire in view 
\ of tiiesp tests, whether they have nay jpst 
claims upon puf. confidence; gs revealing nnw 
truths, Wbaf is IhcirTeal churaoter? Am 
they pf God or are they not of (jod? In 
them do wo discover iQhrist 6r Anti-Christ ?

In' ihn first place what is the presumption 
with respect to them ?: Is it favorable or unfa­
vorable ? We are not to be loo credulous. It 
is veiy common for ignorant persons to.refer 
every event which they cannot account for, to, 
spiritual agency. Hence have arisen popular 
superstitions. Many a marvelous story which 
imagination, stimulated by fear, and fed by cu­
riosity, has magnified into a thrilling legend, 
front, whpse recital the group of eager liitenere 
have gone 'Rway with shuddering' heart, and 
dumb,ir.i|h terror, and separated io their homes 
through the darkness, with hurried step, tiae

tis opium and alcohol, the inlnd appears to ac-" 
quire a prelernatufal power'; it seems traps- 
ported to a new sphere of activity, and ('lie 
hallucinaliphs of a disordered fancy are for the 
time, realities. “Of this natur^ ate ((ie^vlrions 
and trances described by perspiis under tbe in­
fluence of disease and durin® a partial suspep; 
sion of the senses.. Living as wq do in a world 
which, suited to tlie limited range of our facul: 
ties, must be “ darkness for our gaze,” and 
surrounded by the vast universe illumined by 
truth to us unknown, it is not strange that stray 
gleams should occasionally find'their way thro’ 
the chinks and crevices of onr earthly abt>de, 
and that at times .we should be startled by 
mysteries. Such fragmentary rays inust be too 
imperfect ^to add to the slock of our useful 
knowledge—belonging as they do to greater 
truths' which lie beyond our present limited 
sphere; they serve but to sliopr us our ignorance 
and instead of engendering a morbid curiosity, 
they ought to induce a devout humility ; least 
of all should they ever be permitted to turn 
away our attention from the definite and whole- 
some'truths which God has given us."
■ With all these causes by which men often 
deceive themselves, we are not to forget their 
liability to impose upon one another. We are 
not at liberty to take it for granted, that in all 
cases there is no intended deception connected 
with tbe so-called Spiritual Manifestations.— 
Wiih regard to a great many of them, it has 
been actually proved, that either tbe spectators 
were themselves deceived, or else they know­
ingly practised imposition upon olhersay^or 
example, fictitious names have beenql^Uo 
some of the leaders in this matter, 
have declared by letters that they h^Wveld 
communications with such persons, supposing 
them to have been real characters, when in re­
ality no such persons ever existed. Now most 
assuredly one of two things must be true, 
either these persons were tliemselves deceived, 
or else-lhey intended to deceive others. Grant­
ing llie most charitable qonsiruotion, how large 
a proportion of these manifestations must be set 
aside as pure deceptions I Making duo allow­
ance then, for our ignorance of the forces of 
the natural World, the phenomena of our own 
minds, and the motives of our fellow men, 
doubtless we shall hare disposed of no incon­
siderable part of all the phenomena in ques­
tions. At the same time it is readily admitted 
that there is something in many of these phe­
nomena for which it is diflicult to account.— 
The supposition of their being the result of 
spiritual agency is not in itself incredible ; we 
are not forced to that conclusion hy the simple 
fact that they are unaccountable, and still it 
would be unphilosopliical to deny it on the pre­
sentation of suitable evidence.

festaiions made known to us? What great 
truth have they, revealed to remove the ante­
cedent improbability of a revelation from 
heaven, or even to meet the opposing testimony 
of their own afliurdilies ? Mr. Britlan slated 
in one of bis lectures that a certain clergyman 
studied the bihle fifteen years, with all the aid 
he could derive from commentaries, and had 
not been able to find anything taught in it re­
specting the nature of the soul. Now the bible 
is designed sintply to convey religious instruc­
tion. It no more professes to leach anything 
about the nature of the soul than it does of tbe 
nature of-the earth, or of the moon.. Psychol­
ogy comes no more within its province than 
Anajomy, or Geology, of Astronomy. The 
bible dues not directly teach the existence of 
God, or the immortality of the soul; it taltes 
these trpths for granted; it was written for 
n>en yrlto adiqit them. The man wbp says 
there is np God,^he bibj^e stigmatizes as a 
fpol, .and treats him as such. The clergyman’s 
search for these truths in the bible, or even in 

I commentaries upon it, affords a remarkable in­
stance of the pursuit of knowledge under difii- 
C^jiies. The bibl^ is^pp progressive a bhok 
for such a mat), he. pust go back to simple 
rudiments—to ” Spiritualism’, perhaps, and 
learn-bis theological alphabet: There i^ a God. 
Ypu have a iou|, &u. It caunpl therefore be
maintained that Spiritualism teaches any truths 
in advance of those of the bible. Il-dwellsthose of the 
upon such I as'the.bible takes for granted, and 
implies in. every sentence.

But let us further inquire in the fourth place, 
who are the men who are leaders , in this mat­
ter. Giving them the advantage of every con­
cession, in the absence of proof to the contra­
ry, that they are, men of fair moral character, 
and of ordinal ily good intentions, our business 
at present, is, simply tp ask what is their posi­
tion with respect to the gospel. Let.us apply 
to them tbe tftt of John and of Paul.

raetans, and Christians have one common faith.

In order to meet the advocates of this doc­
trine upon their own ground, we will admit 
that some of these phenomena are veritable 
spiritual manifestations.

These pretended 
revelations , it will be seen, do not compare in 
dignity, with any it has ever pleased Cod lb 
make to man, and it isftot credible, if (jftd de­
signed to convey to us any useful ftformation 
that the mode of its delivery should se'ill com­
port with bis Own character, and ivilb all bis 
previous methods of commanicating with bis 
creatures, especially in an age refined and en- 
liglHened by former revelations.' - The word 
of” God was given through “ holy men of God- 
who spake os they -were moved tbe Holy 
Gho.^i." It never was permitted to the good 
and the bad'Mike, to every one and any one, 
to demand these communications from heaven, 
much less were they ever attended by such 
frivolous circumstances as- the tipping of tables 
and enigmatical rappings—things better suited 
to feats of jugglery than to the revelations of 
the God of Heaven. - Some of these develop­
ments have not only been characterized by 
folly, but malignity. Of this cbaraoier were' 
the mysterious transactions at the house of Dr. 
Phelps. His forniture Was bruised and de- 
sfroyed; his papers set on fire, drosses ruined, 
and yarfous annoying tricks practiced upon 
members of the family, all, as tbe spirits were 
reported to have said “ for sport.” These; and 
a grekt many more of a like frivaloua and ma­
licious kind, have been Iho Spiritual ManifM- 
tations; Now we oould scarcely be expected 
to give credence to valuable and important 
truths, coming to us in such a manner, and at­
tended-by'such concomitants, 'f hese eircum- 
stanoes create a presumption of the strangest' 
kind against the supposition of their being of 
God.

But let-us come now t'n the third place to 
the subject nfttteY'of these reveleiions. 1 have 
yet-to learn bfi one valuable truth, or of one 
real benefit which mankind have received-throf 
(hisebarihel. . The sayings oT these spiritkkre 
reported to be of the most contradieiocy kind, 
nothing whatever could be proved by suob tes­
timony.

Strange it should induce themselves to disbe 
lieve it. 'rhe only happy result pointed out to 
us appeared to be, that some persons who dis­
believed tbe soul’s immortality, had been bro’t 
into this belief hy the Spiritual Manifestations. 
They have been brought to, believe they had 
souls I Well, undoubtedly it is wall that some­
thing should be done if possible for that unfor­
tunate class of men who rank themselves with 
“ the brutes that perish.” But most assuredly 
man has need of something more than this bare 
conviction that be has a soul, and while we 
may suppose a few atheists to have hqen “lin 
proved up,” andUke Prof.Hare, “developed ” 
out pf blank Atheism into Infidelity apd Deism, 
we cannot lose sight of the general tendency of 
the whole thing in direct opposition to Christi-. 
anity. No instance ever c^e. under my own 
observation ft which by hearkening to this doc' 
trine, any man ever became wiser or better, 
indeed, it does not even pretend to change a 
roan’s cbaracter-r-it finds p man on infidel, or

The Case of Judge Davis.
By reference to iinother column of our pa­

per, it will be seen, that tho Senate have taken 
the initiative step for the .'irrnignment of Judge 
Davib, prehminary to his caucus-doomed re­
moval from the-Bench, hy an address for that 
purpose to the Governor.

We regreft, most profoundly, this extraordi­
nary, and to our judgement, most ui^ustihable 
proceeding.

Judge Davis, as a man, ceases'te bS of any 
sort of eonsideraljoD ip this matter. It is the 
occasion, the action, (he -example and prece­
dent, tlmt becomes everything, in this matter. 
Nb,ver, trgforl:, have (he people of Maine been 
sOiDmowed 4» consider so grave, to ominous, so 
pregnant measure. It strikes at ili'e root of 
their>safety—at the foundatton of (heir institu­
tion.*.

Judge Leavitt remitted four of ih^m To bond­
age, giving supremacy lo the claim ol the 
United Slates Marshal, over (tie rights and 
powers of the State Sheriff. It will he recol­
lected that one of the fngilives, in a frenzy of 
despair at the prospect of recapture nod of 
hopeless bondage for herself ninl her children, 
and with a sublime passion fur Freedom, en­
deavored to slay her three little ones, while 
the pursuers beat upon her hiding place. She 
had lime to offer up but one of them. The 
technical crime of murder was complete. It 
had been committed upon (lie soil ol Ohio, and 
wiili indications of aCccssoryship on the part 
of the companions of her flight. While the 
question of tlieir slavesliip was yet open before 
lie Federal Cumiiiissioner, tiie Slicritf of Ham­

ilton Co., directed by a warrant issued by a 
magistrale upon proof of the murder and evi­

dence of the complicity, arrested the woman 
and licr parly. They were legally in the cus­
tody of the State of Ohio, to answer to the 
highest Clime that could be committed againat 
her sovereignty and well-being. A conflict 
arose between the claims of the Federal Mar­
shal and the Stale Sheriff. The flrtt officer 
represented the demand of a Kentucky farmer 
fur ‘ property.’ 'The second represented the 
need ot Society lo be guarded, againat the 
crime of murder—uay, repreaenled tlie entire 
criminal |K)licy of a civilized Stale. Yet the 
Judgq decided that the right of the Kentuckian 
to the possession of murderers as his ‘ proper­
ty,’ was higher and better than the right of 
Ohio lo (hem as criminals against her soveieign 
laws-

Tlie lime will ptuWily come, when no one 
will he |iermll(ed to degrade (he civilization of 
ihd ^tato of Ohio, by blasphehliously raising 
the question any where upon her soil, whether 
a Man i» jji Man or a brute. Tho Divine Au­

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Fort at Kennebec River.—Mr. Hamlin 
submitted the following resolution in llie U. S. 
Senate, March lOili, which was considered hy 
unaoiglOUB consent, and agreed to :

Resolved, Tliat the Secrelar<y of War be;<]I- 
recled lo inform the Senate, i(, in his opinion, 
the fort at the mouth of Kennebec river should 
he pul in stale of repair, or if necessary to re­
build the same ; and, it so, to furnish an esti­
mate therefor.

By the above it will be seen that Senator 
I|nmlin bus tin eye lo tlie fortifications at the 
mouth of our river. This is right. While 
other ports are being provided for by appropri­
ations from Congress, mo.sl certainly so impor­
tant a point as the Kennebec liver should not 
be overlooked. Our river being; ns it is, the 
outlet and inlet of so many vessels of all class­
es, a's well as a main channel from the sea lo 
the British posscssieiis, it should (if any point 
should) he properly protected.
