Stablwg fttr Bmea.
Stabling of every descripiihn is an evil. B 

is impossible a stable should .be so built ihal 
it will allow the animal one half the .fiwe* 
dom be enjoys when loose out of doors. 
Most Stables are.builtpo.as to aggravate their 
insepaiable cruelly, "the flouring slants fro(i) 
the mainger''to'-)i'.gutter. Which runs at the 
bbrfeS’ beelb. N6w, if horsed be in a field, 
and at rest, they will always be seen standing 
upon a pie(m of ground that deollnes in precise­
ly the opposite direction. The fact is, our 
modern stables throw the stress upon the back 
sinews or flexor .'tendons, and thus prepare 
Btahy an animat for the injury he'afterwards 
uhexpectedly experiences. Nor Is this all: 
the stall is perfectly at variance with the habits 
of the faorSe; is evidently gregariou*, or 
lives among crowds of his fellow creatures; 
the stall dooms him to solitude, and the groom 
sifs behind to see he does not pqt his nose over 
VjtC divisions, only to look at a comrade. In 
many^nnbles' the stall is so small that tlie horse 
cannot turn round; be can lie down perfectly 
at ease in Very few; yet there he stands, look­
ing at a bare Wall, wi.h the stress upon bis back 
sinews, for a period varying from .lwgnty Id 
tweniyMbree hours during the day. The horse, 
in any condition beyond the dumiiiion of man,
•8 necessitated to walk, in order to crop the 
herbage on which he exists; when under hu­
man protection, he. changes a Itfti of oeasCless 
activity for one of all but continuous stagnation.
Is it to be wondered then that the sinews often 
lailP Or is it a cause of . complaint against 
nature, that the feet and legs so often oblige 
man to allow bis wretched servant to remain 
idle? The foot is the most valuable part of 
the borse ; but, 10 preserve the fool, continued 
iDolioD is imperative. This is denied; a con­
dition, (be very contrary is enforced ; and then 
man in bis presumption, blames nature be­
cause the foot of the burse is so often (be seat 
of disease.

Loose boxes are better than stalls. But In 
these the injury is only lessened, not removed. 
The horse lias a loving heart bestowed u;ion 
him. He must love soraeibing. Lambs, dogs, 
cats, goals, fowls, &c„ every creature he is 
permitted to see, by turns have become the ob­
ject of bis ufTeclions. Mr.'Blaine records, 
that horses have defeated the utmost efifurfs of 
man to get them into condition when a riom- 
piinlon has ^een taken away from the next 
stall, or -when the animal has beeb stabled 
alone. Bales, after the fashion of military 
stables, are to be preferred to wooden parti 
(ions, unless they be made lower than ai pres 
ent. Thri stall should be ma'de a few feel 
wider that) is the custom, to buUd it. The 
floor should be slant from-behind towards the 
middle, where the glitter may be placed, and 
I lien be gently raised and afterwards incline 
toward the manger. A nbtidn I's abroad, that 
the present flooring carries off the urine of the 
mare, but were siables paved in the manner 
w’e advocate, they would equally carry off the 
urine of geldings. The point in dispute is 
surely, then, in our favor.

Most stables, moreover, are kept mqoh too 
warm. Nut that any are heated by means of 
a stove or Are, but the ,animats doomed to re­
side wiiiii^ them are - doomed to breathe the 
same air over and over anain, until it becomes 
hot, and smells so strongly of 'ammonia, as to 
Sling the eyes and take away the breath of 
the stranger who unexpectedly enters them, 
'^is is not warciiih; but foulness, flltb and 
iiDofflination, which should immediately be ab­
jured. Let a stable be freely vdhtilated; it 
cannot kave-too much air at any period of the 
yeax; its inbabilants And the stielier ol the 
walls will always make soflRpient difTi-rence, es 
peciatly when the mtale of ventilation is con 
sidered. The air tausi never blow directly 
upon the horsefk but the veriiilallon should be 
above lhe;r heads, for foul air always has a 
tendency to ascem). If this plan were followed, 
(be siublfl would range from. 40° to fl0° io 
wiqtesi and from $9° to 70° in suatiner i but 
tbs m(wt violent draughts are better than foul' 
ness. If the proprietor therefore, on cnlering 
bis.stable, detects any stench, he had bet|rr or­
der the horses out to exercise, end .wh'l® fbeji 
are abseiu have every door and'window thrown 
wide open. Afier this has been done onea or 
twice, the groom will take care ike stable ie 
itways iweet, let the master enter when be 
may. .. ; , . ^

Every etable should be thoroughly drained 
not into a neighboring cesspdol. bui to euoh a 
distance as will preoludr an effluvia 'escaping 
into the building. Also all dung and litter 
ought to be Mtried far away from the .p|ac 
twice n'day. This of course Imposes extra 
work on thwse who ere not vary fond of em 
ployment, but our business here is to point 
out that which ought to. be done, and nut to 
pleaM idlers.

The manger and hay-rack are bSst lowi as 
the last espeoially; being in ibis position, ena­
bles the liorte to leach bis food without rais­
ing his head and iherwby injuring the res'els 
by maintaining an unnatural position, and like­
wise prevents any hay-seed fulling into the 
animal’s eyes. For the last reasori the place 
ought to be ihornuglily Cgiled, test any dust ot‘ 
litter fall down from the loft above,'the liay''1ri 
which, is likewise kept' from coniairiiiialion 
arising from amtrioniacal fumes which always 
have g teridehoy to ascend.

The loose, boxes ought to have their sides 
smooth, no nail or projection ol any kind sliould 
be periniiied, as thp animril Is apt to tear itself 
ygainst such .subslwicei. When de?lgned._M, 
fuhstliutes fpr .stalls, B 1* sufiScient to have the

been observed that a horse that haa bNUstablad 
for-nany years, and then turned out lo'grats, 
seldom thrives ; on the ' contrary, be nsually 
loses flesh nnd condiiirm, all bough the pasture 
in which he is placed may be of the most luxu­
riant kind. It has been hotumd also, by Intel­
ligent trainers, that race-horses, after having 
brieti turnrid out never again fully recover that 
speed they had previously axliibiied. It is 
likewise equally rema'rked on, that in hunteis 
which have been completely summered abroad, 
if has been found very dillicull, ami often im­
possible to restore them in their full condition 
until inucli of the hunting season has passed
•>y-’ ,

There are genlletnqn, however, who imagine i from Ills example may 
they are acting with great geriero.sily towards j lor ourselves elevated
the animal which has carried them well through 
the hunting season, when (hey deteimine their 
duoil) servant, after the fatigues of the field, 
shall enjoy a long rest in a loose box duiing 
the summ'er. Can there be any greater fol­
ly j^han ibis? Let u»y man-try i: upon him­
self. A .rest of .six muhtlis. or more is aii 
impossibility. It is positive stagiiatibn, and 
the poor horse which is forced ((^undergo it 
must fael rejoiced when (he liuniing season even 
once more commences.

A better plan is to stable the horse t to en­
deavor to maintain as fat as possible the con­
dition at which be has arrived ; to back him 
gently, taking him for a slow ride daily, and 
choosing shady lanes with grass on pilher side 
for the exercise ; nevelf to remove Ihe shoes 
tinder the idea of freeing the feet', but to keep 
on that which the animal has become accus­
tomed to. Mr. Blaine bears evidence id the ad- 
vaniage of some such plan in the following 
words I nnd he is a writer whose . veracity has 
never been questioned.

Vlt is said that the Bari of Plymouth first 
lied the plan of summering. Iris luiniers alto­

gether within Ihe stable, with little variation in 
their treatmertt; by which it is asserted their 
condition was fully preserved, and that, by this 
means his horses entered on their hunljhg sea 
son in full * lei'nd, tpeed, and hoVom.’ Oihers, 
to avoid this extreme, have soiled their hunters 
in the stable, or lia.ve given carrots: nnd some 
have gone a step ■’farther, and have pursued 
the in-duur suttmering, not In stables, but in 
loose boxes. Still, in all these cases, regular 
extreitt is requircil, or the feel must suffer, or 
he horses are apt to become pursive, thick- 

winded, roarers, or broken-winded ; but be it 
remembered, that, if such exercisa is loo se­
vere, then the wear on the li.mbs coniinues de­
terioration, which the hunting season has bro’t 
on.”—Blaine’s Oullitip.s,’ by Maybew.

The Fieeduk of Spaeoh.
The Mayor of Wheeling, Virgiiritr) has just 

issued a sensible proclamation in reference lO 
dirturb'ing political meetings, in wbicirhe re­
asserts the consiilaiiony'l doctrine of freedom 
of speech, and wdnis cilisens against invading 
it. Just at this lime-tins proceeding of the 
Mayor is of much vulue,.^ .The,growing disre­
gard of law, which ia brjnging so much present 
disgrace upon the country, and threatening so 
much future peril, is to be attributed not only 
to the ignorance of the people of fundamental 
principlea of liberty, but to the malfeasance of 
(hose in authority. More than half the riots 

11 which have happened during the last twenty 
years, have been attributable to the neglect of 
public officers to act in time. Every success­
ful riot, moreover, has had Us influence in pro­
ducing another. Society, like everything else, 
must either improve or decline ; and indubita­
bly it retrogrades by disregard to law and or­
der. We boa^t of our progress, and in many 
tilings we doubtless are advancing ; but Lynch 
law, Kansas robberies, murders, and scalpings, 
prove that a tendency towards anarchy is do 
veloping itself in Ibe United States. Every 
public officer, therefore, woo, in this crisis, is 
firm and prompt on the side of liberty of speech, 
• deserves,* as the old Romans said, ‘ well of 
Ills country.’ He is more to be applauded the 
greater nerve he exhibits; and the more dis' 
organised the community, the greater the call 
fur nerve. It is needless to disguise the fact, 
(hat in Virginia, as, alas I in most of the States, 
there is a sniaU mtnorily—a very inconsidera­
ble minority we believe it to be—wbich, by 
its violence uf conduct and fanaiicisra of opin­
ion, seeks.io overawe all who differ from, it. 
A mob of this kind of fanaiics lately broke up 
a meeting in Wlieeling; and it is at them that 
the Mayor of (hat city has leveled his procia 
matiun. Some may object, perhaps,la so strong 
a word as fanatic. But a great expounder of 
the righit of the South, John C. Calhoun, de. 
fined a fanatic to be a person with more zeal 
than reasori. We submit, therefore, that the 
men rirbo, by bludgeons and rioting, seek to 
silence tl^ose opposed Io them, are fanatics of 
the worst kind, because they have soeb an ex­
cess uf Zeal As to try td fetce olt n to their mode 
of thinking, and ye( need the sense to see that, 
in a free country, assaults on the liberty of 
speech must eventually react against them 
selves.

Interior TrkTd ill ChtiUL
Tt ia only i^.iihin a few years, and since the 

Briiiah opium war with China, that' outside 
liarbariang,' as Europeans mid Americans arO 
called, have' been permitted to have a look At 
(he interior of ‘ the flowery kingdom.’ Now, 
however, many obstacles In the wHJi of foreign 
travellers seem to have been removed, ami we 
slia)! doubile.ss soon liave mueb intefasting In­
formation from enterprising explorers. An 
American missionary, resident et the city of 
Canton, wbo lias traveled three hundred miles 
into the Interior, thus writes to the New York 
Evening Post, under dale «f June 95ih:

“ On the 17ili of May we started for a mis­
sionary excursion in a northwest direction, in- 
(en<Iing to enter the North river. The flrsi 
day we traveled thirty miles through a level, 
fertile and populous country, which is in n high 
state of cultivation ; growing Indian corn, rice, 
beans, potatoes, and many othel* articles of 
food. After some (rouble'Witb 'slmriow water, 
we entered tbe Noilli river, about sixty miles 
from Oanion. On the 18ib we passed through 
a fine country full of towns, some of them be­
ing three or four miles long. - About midnight 
we were troubled willi three policemen, who 
kept ■ tlireatening us and teasing us until we 
gave them GOO cash (42 cents) and then (hey 
went off pood friends. This North river is 
large, three-quarters of a mile wide, navigable 
for large steamers at all seasons, and runs 
through as fine a country [lethaps, ni ^here is 
in the world. TIris is a silk-mnking district, 
and mucli of the land is planted in mulberry. 
We saw many silk-worms at work. We stood 
on tlio bank uf the river, on the 2lst, and' 
counted twenty live towns in sight—some uf 
them very large, but nearly destroyed daring 
the rebellion—being plundered by bulb parlies, 
rebels and imperialists. Passed one town of 
one hundred thousand inhabitants; another, 
Kong-Moon, of ninety thousand—a place of 
great commerce, perhaps five thousand large 
boats in tbe river, but fighting near this place 
at present cau.ves them to be inactive. 'They 
are afraid to go out. Visited a county capital 
—walled town, of more than one hundred 
thonsand inbabilants, in wliicb we dUtrilmted 
b(X)ks, left a parcel of our best at the magis­
trate's office, and saw two men, said to be rebels, 
going to trial.' We saw a small field of tobac­
co, also, which looked well, but they do not top 
it as 'we do at home, but pull off (he lower 
leaves as they ripen. On the 23d we came in 
oonlaot with 8*1)081 of rather suspicious cliar- 
acter. They detained us for about three hours, 
at one time turned their guns upon us, and be­
gan »o get their swoi'ds nnd spears in order 
ready for action. An officer, accompanied by 
seven men, each of whom had a sword Irid 
under his clothes, came to our boat; he i<iok 
our cook aside, arid asked for a present. Tlie 
cook told us, and we ^ve them 400 cash, about 
80 cents, and they put off, with rather an ill- 
grace, however. Late in the day we came in­
to a very large river, and saw many boats car­
rying produce to Canion, Macao, and other 
places. VVe arrived si Heong-sham on the 
24lh. This is the country seat of the district 
in which Macao is located. It is n walled (own 
of 120,000 inhabitants.

We have been out nine days ; distributed 
about 10,000 books, and travelled about 800 
miles. At one place we visited, where three 
towns were located near each other, the people 
said If a fbreigner would come there and teach 
school, they will supply him wjib a bouse.— 
Our object was to explore the country, and to 
jMe If ke wonld be jierraitied to go into the in* 
lerior, and we succeeded beyond orii expeela- 
lionet From what we hove seen we say the 
cdririlry is fhst openin|—a liu ndrsd fold faster 
than It is ocoupled'by missionaries. Tlie na­
tives have almost entirely (seased cajting us 
Fau (|nl (frifcflgn devils.) and applying snob 
abusive epithets when we Are passing the 
streets.

The quantity of Frqit on exhibition' this 

season was iiniisually small—smaller Ijian the 
light crop, even would seem to justify. Now 
greater interest and activity were never dis­
played in orcharding and the improvement.of 
fruit, in our Stale than at the present time 
and the small show this year indicates only a 
lack of interest in the ditp/ag of fruit and not 
in its cuUttre. The small premium offered 
does not alone pay—and was never intended to 
pay-for the trouble of selecting and bringing 
of choice specimens, in great variety, to the 
Fair ; and it is nof every man who raises good 
truit, that is willing to make the necessary sac­
rifice of lime and labor for the gratification of 
the public, and to stimulate others to go and 
do likewise. Our farmers and orchardisfs, 
therefore,content themSelves with growing gCbd 
fruit, and leave the community to find it out 
at their leisure; jnsiead <of taking a liiile pains 
to show what they have dona and tCTling how 
they did it, for Ibe benefit Cf the rest of man­
kind. Let our frUit-grovVers, whose labor aitd 
efforts at improvements, have been bountifolly 
rewarded, ask themselves if in this way lliey 
honestly >-omply wiili the requirements of ’the 
golden rule, ol doing unto others as they w'ould 
have olhers’do unto them. There Were eijilrt 
lots of fruit entered lor premium this year— 
only three of whlelr (lots 6, 7 and 8) were pfe- 
sented for examination. To ihCse we award
