That these have been
so little known and acknowledged | must think
is owing to its having been first brought for-
ward as a specific by llalinneroan, the father
of liomocopatliy, it being thus looked upon with
distrust from its connection with this system.
Many eminent physicians, however, who en-
tirely reject liumotopatliy, have publi.-ihed their
opinions in its favor, and there exists an amount
of evidence ahundanlly sufficient to establish its

Moreover, the remedy is cheap, safe, and
comparatively harmless. Nothing more is
requisite than a tumbler of water containing
four or fire drops of Belladonna tincture, if
obtainable, if not, about two grains of the ex-
tract, perfectly dissolved. Of this an adult
may take a leaspoonlul, a child a half or a
quarter as much, according to age, repealing
the dose every four or five days while the epi-
demic is in the neighborhood, or every day,
if there be any known e.xposure to it. The
giiaiilily taken should be less, if it causes di-
luted pupils, irrascibility, and disturbed sleep.
Il is a mistake to suppo.-e that this use of Bell-
adonna will always prevent Scarlatina. It
only modifies it, as a general rule, and deslioys
its maligntncy. But so effectually does il do
this, tliat in not less than 200 or 300 cases of
apparent exposure to the infectiou where !
have given seasuiiably of the Belladuiina, |
have never known one fatal case to occur.’

Use plenty
IIf catnip tea, to keep the eruption out on the
skin for several days.

"Small Pus.— Use tlie abov” doses of yeast
three limes a day, and a milk diet throughout
the disease. Nearly every case can be cured,
without leaving a pock mark.

Here is a
woman luce. with all of its rivalries anil ex-
pectations, and disappoinln-enis, on a small
scale. Almost everybody says it is right; we
shall not di.spute with Ibcm. Claik lias u Suf-
folk pig—he believes in Sufi'olks. White has
a Byli' Id—he believes in Byefields. Clark
and White set out to see which will make the
best porker .in a given time. One tries the
jugglery of ground and cooked feed, the other
the mystery of steamed potatoes and corn in
the ear. One beats of cou™e, and the oilier
tliinkslie cbealed. Here is a bog race. Judee
B. and Gen. C., being troubled wiib plethoric
purses and ambitious bruins, go to England or

EvS are getting better steaks than they deserve,
and our cattle-feeders are getting too much
money. Let us have a mural reform Society,
and petition the Legislature to pass an Act,
forbidding any farmer to raise a coll that can
trot faster than a mile in fifteen minutes, or
that shall be worth over fifty dollars at four
years old, because ' fast liorse-flesh has no prac-
tical value’ now, and a five liundI” dollar colt
is ‘ not an agiiciillual product.' s

Oh, George! It may do to lalk that way
in Sleepy IHollow, but tlie"vWry Quakers of
Ohio would laugh at you for telling .-uch stuff
out here. Yiiu should have seen Friend Jo
seph put his Black Hawk around the ring at
Cleveland, and Friends William, and James,
and Thomas, and John, and lots of uilier.s,
among the fastest and must successful compet-
itors. Do you say Ethan Allen is not' an ag-
ricultural productand our Champion Black
Hawk ? I’tying Cloud ! Highlander ? Moii-
aich? Hassan it Kifiiin'bec.? You never sat
in the buggy with lijber of Lancaster, alter
bis black mare, or with Brown of Trumbull,
after bis gray, or rode tliroug'u the oak open-
ings of the Darby with Fullingion, liesi.le his
Morgan slalliun, chasing cattle. Take a seal
with our funner Friend Mordecai Lee, of
Stark, after his Fly, and when the wind be-
gins to whistle in your ears, ask Mordecai what

At Cadiz, Trigg county, Ky., yesterday, says
the Herald of Wednesday last, a free negro’
was hang, after being tried by the Vigilance
Committee, and that a number more are in
jail, some of whom will be hung.

A while man was hbng not long before ibis
for denuunriiig this inhumanity to man, and
itnolher whipped because bis lieuri was moved
with sympitlliy al the horrid abase of the
negro, guilty of no crime but tliat of a love of
liberty.

This, fellow-freemen, is a roost horrid stale
of things lo exist ina free country.
