The Edinburgh Witness, of December 86, 

contains a full-account of the cans* and the 
banner of, Hugh Millet’s death, so far as is 
new knowo. Jit is but too true that he died by 
bis own hands, though in a 6t of mental aber­
ration which his excessive labors had induced, 
llii name had become in America so fully a 
• household word,’ that we are sure our readers 
will be glad to read the account in full, which 
ws give below.

Ii is with feelings of deep and painful re­
gret that we announce to our readers the death 
of Mr. Hugh Miller, of the Wtfnsn. This 
melancholy event took place during the night 
of Tuesday, and was occasioned by a shot fired 
by himself when walking in his sleep, in a 

' nightmare occasioned by ill-health. The fol­
lowing is the Statement communicated to the 
Edinburg press from the Witness office!

“ Mr. Miller bad been ill for some time— 
working hard, and late at night, in completing 
hii new work on Geology. He had become, 
in consequence, subject to aggravated attacks 
of nightmare, which partook of the nature of 
somnambulism. Some lime ago allempls had 
been made to break into big museum ; and lie.in 
consequence, had always slept with a loaded 
revolver on the table by his side. On Tues­
day, on account of the headaclie and unre- 
freshing sleep, he had seen his medical advis­
ers, who had warned him of overwork, and 
prescribed suitably. At night, according to 
their request, he jiad taken a warm sponge- 
bath, and retired early to rest. After having 
slept some considerable lime, be had appar­
ently awakened in a fit of nightmare, and, tak­
ing up the pistol, had reached the bed-room, as 
far as tbe bath, which had been left, after use, 
in the adjoining apartment. There the pistol 
bad exploded, the bullet passing through the 
cheat, and death must have been instantaneous. 
The sound not having been heard at this hour 
of the night by any ol the household, Mr. Mil­
ler’s body was not discovered till the morning,” 

In his youth, ns appears from liis Autohiog- 
rsphy, Mr. Miller was liable to somnambulism 
when in ill-lieallh, and it was doubtless in 
of those fils that he met his death.

[ we learn that, when at the Witness olfice on 
Monday, be mentioned that when he awoke
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an irresistible instinct impels .them onwaid in 
the cultivation of their nature, and would do so 
though worldly siicoess formed no part of- the 
rich reward. He knew that there was but 
one thing lie could carry out of this world,— 
namely. Himself—the nature whith God had 
given him j and so, by God’s gr,ace, he sought 
to cultivate it,-to his true profit here and last­
ing enjoyment hereafilir.

Hugh Miller was the true type of a Scottish j 
Protestant, and exercised ‘ the right of private 
judgment ’ in many other things besides re- 
igion. His appearance Indexed the man. The 

coarse plaid ever across liis shoulders, the 
homely attire, the rough but manly appear­
ance, never changed ; but there was a gentle­
ness in manner and voice wliich nut less truly 
reflected the charactor of his lieart. To duke 
or peasant Hugh Miller was the same. Lillie 
given to conviviality, and turning with honest 
dislike and contempt from the idle banquetings 
and ceremonious frivolities of fashion, he pre­
ferred to live the life of a student in the bosom 
of his family. And now, like many another 
distinguished man of this brain-destroying age, 
he has fallen a victim to his overgreat devotion 
to the work which be fell it was his province 
to perform. Hi.s death has been felt ns a shuck 
by the whole community of our city. It was 
so strange, so appalling. It was the last form 
of death which we should have anticipated for 
Hugh Miller,—for that firm,self-possessed man, 
who trusted in God, and never shrank from a 
duty in life.

Besides this pistol, he carried 
a small dagger about with him, and in addition 
to these a stout broadsword was secreted in his 
bed. The variety and nature of these weap­
ons suggest that they were obtained really for 
defence, though the danger may have been a 
delusion. An examination of the brain has 
revealed the presence of disease sufficient to 
account for the pains he latterly so frequently 
complained o(.

The work, over-labor at which was the im­
mediate cause of his death, was doubtless liis 
?ong prryecied work on the Geology ol Scoi- 
iand—which he intended to be his magnum 
gpM anti corner-stone of his reputation as a 
man of scletvce. We hope end expect to hoar 
that this work, though not finished as its fas- 
tidbos aoihor would have desired, lias yet been 
lelt by bi« in * stale nf sncti advancement as 
Will allow of its being given to tbe world. It 
is a national work, and its author was pre­
eminently a national character, fhe name of 
Hugh Millef was known and cherished through­
out Scotland with a feeling such as is only ac-' 
corded to a compatriot. And he was a man of 
whom Scotland might be proud. Thougit with­
out (he high genius of Scott and Burns, the 
name of Hugh Miller will probably be classed 
along with theirs and Chalmers’, as four of the 
most eesenliatly national of the literary mm 
(we do not say writers) of Scotland, lie "ill 
have a niche for himself. His career of life

centripetal if you exercise on foot. To test 
this, you have only to do the two things. But, 
look in the glass, when you return from a ride 
in the saddle, and you will see that the hollows 
under your eyes are filled out and freshened in 
color, and that the incipient lines in your face, 
(for I .presume I am addressing a middle-aged, 
charming woman.) have disappeared wholly 
or become indistinct. Then, look in Ih? glass 
on your return from a walk, of equal exercise, 
and you will see just the contrary—your eyes 
sunken and the lines of your face deepened 
with fatigue. Or, still more demonstratively 
—compare the fresh-colored fullness of your 
hands and fingers’ ends, after the one exercise, 
with their dragged and depleted spareness after 
the other.

A recognition o( the same fact may be seen 
in the advice given by medical boo](s to litera­
ry men—or men whose brains are overworked 
by prolonged attention of any kind. ‘ Avoid 
walking as an exercise.’ And the reason 
given is, * that the concentracted exertion atithe 
hips and loins oi the pedestrian, pull directly 
upon the forces which sustain the brain.’ And 
it is nature’s rallying law—or calling in of re­
cruiting power from the extremities to supply 
the demand upon the centre of the system— 
which equally robs the brain, the face qiid the 
hands of their proportionate sjpply of fullness.

Small Pox.—There have been no new 
cases during the week, and We are assured by 
Dr. Boutelle that only seven per.-tons are now 
confined by this disease. Since its commence­
ment, two adult persons, French, and three 
children have died—-and no more.

The only cases that have occurred in Amer­
ican families are the two mentioned last week. 
Id that on Temple-st. there was one case of 
v'ncioloid and one of small pox ; the former 
having recovered so as to go out, and tho latter 
still sick, but doing well. In the other family 
there have been only two very light cases of 
varioloid, both of wbiuh have entirely recover­
ed. It ia new generally believed, except by a 
few of the “ alreaJiy scared ” ones, that there 
is little danger that the disease will spread an/ 
further.

Some of these stories we shall tell in due lime, 
when ihoM who have given (hem credit may 
be in danger of laughing at (heir own gullibili­
ty.

The ‘Western Fuel Famine.—The Cin- 
ciunnli papers are filled with accounts of meet­
ings, held for (lie purpose of devising some 
mode of relief for the suffering poor, who are 
freezing for want of fuel.

It 
says :—

’• One night last week one of our city offi­
cials .saw a man come out of an alley with a 
load of wood on his shoulders. He went up to 
him and charged him with stealing it. '

The reply was—‘ I have stolen it. My 
children are freezing with cold. I have no 
wood, and no money. The man from whom I 
have taken this, has plenty of wood. When 
belter limes come, I will go and tell him what, 
I have done, and pay him. If you wish to put 
me in jail, I will go to the station house with­
out a word, hut sir, for God’s sake, let me iak-i 
this wood home frst t'

The other instance was of a family near the 
intersection of George and Mound Streets, who 
Irom Friday last until Sunday were without 
fuel and vyilhout food. The consequence of 
their privation was, that on awaking on Sun­
day morning, they found their little infant of 
five months old lying stretched out dead from 
privation and cold.’

The Louisville Journal says the last bushel 
of coal has disappeared from that market.— 
There is a little i.n the cellars of citizens, but 
none in the yards of the dealers.

Boston Harbor.—We advise all readers 
of • Kane’s Explorations ’ in the Arctic Seas, 
to take a walk down the harbor, and we assure 
them they will get some faint idea of the scene­
ry and incidents therein described. After a 
stroll of a mile or two indifferent directions 
on the ice, we can no longer say with truth, 
that ‘ the ship channel is open.’ The ice where 
it has not' been disturbed is about a fool thick, 
with a thick coaling of snow at the top. The 
new ice—or that which has formed since the 
moving up find down of the lug boats—is about 
five inches thick. We doubt if any steamer 
afloat could force a passage through it. Cer­
tain it is, that no boat now here is sufficiently 
powerful lor the task. There is no change 
in the position of vessels In the harbor. The 
East Boston Ferry Boat Daniel Webster, re­
mains frozen up in the stream ; and the old 
boat East Boston, is also solid in the ice below. 
Huiidroda of people are about on the ice.— 
The heavy snow has prevented all skating. 
The solid ice extends down below lUe Castle, 
but not quite to Long Island Head. Another 
cold night would have sealed the harbor en­
tirely as far down as the Light.

The Winnisinimet (Chelsea) Ferry is clo-'ed 
by ice, and no bouts have run since on Friday 
aiternoon. Thousands ol people have walked 
over, and are now walking over and hack in 
the old track of the boats, on the ice.

The People’s Feiry have managed by ex­
traordinary exenions to keep iheir channel 
open, and Saturday did a rushing business, one 
boat, the Thomas Jefferson, going over and 
back every fifteen minutes.—[Traveller.

Brewer puts more reliauoe upon Huddleslone 
than upon (he agreed fact that mercury con­
geals at 39 or 40 degrees below. Some years 
ago, of an awful cold day, one of our phy-^i- 
cians, now no more, who was noted for having 
his tberinomeler lower than anybody else, be­
ing accosted by a waggish apothecary, also in 
llie laud where we trust extremes of heal and 
cold are alike unknown, with an inquiry as to 
the westlier and llie statement that his (the 
apothecary’s) therniumeier had gone down to 
56 degrees, replied with great satisfaction that 
his bad gone so low that the mercury froze and 
burst hit thermometer all to ptecet.

Let this fact remain settled, that the mercu­
ry actually congeided in this city on Saturday, 
a thing which, if it ever occurred before, look 
place in 1835, on the night of the great fire in 
New Yoik. Since that lime the greatest cold 
known in this city has heCn 28 degrees be­
low 0.

Piof. Cleveland, the octogenarian savnn oi 
Bowduin College, who bus kept a meteorolog­
ical record by the most perfect instruments for 
a half century, has always been iii^ediilous as 
to the great degree of cold said to be indicated 
ill New England. He used to say that ‘ he 
had heard that the mercuiy had eoiigealed in 
Franconia, but be had made most diligent in­
quiries to ascertain if the mercury was pure.' 
Let him<send down here and we will convince 
him that quicksilver can be laid out stiff down- 
east . with a coroner astride of it.

On Saturday morning, during the intensity 
of the cold, the atmosphere was filled with 
smoke and vapor, which entered by the cracks 
of windows as if a fire were raging 00 the out­
side. The sun was invisible. Soon it strug­
gled through in'the form of a silver button 
and at 11 o’clock It was quite brilliant.

At 10 o'clock an alarm of fire was given 
from the old Ewer Stand, on Ohio street. It 
Was extinguished with a few buckets of waler. 
The engine men turned out, and a few others, 
who perhaps thought that as the world was 
frozen up one minute it might burn qp the 
next. 'Prudent and conservative people, how­
ever, fgit of thp walls of their places of busi­
ness to see if the copflagration was anywhere 
near, and continued to pile oq the anthracite 
and seasoned wood.—[Journal.

New ’fork, Jan. 34.

Steamship Persia, Capt. Judkins, from Liv-, 
erpool, Jan. 10, arrived al this port this noon

The news by this arrival is important, inas­
much as it is slated that the Swiss dilflcully is 
virtually fettled hy rhe interposition of France, 
supported by England,

'rhe Emp'eror Napoleon undertakes that 
Prussia sliaH-rendunce all clai'jis upon Neuf- 
chaiel, in consideration of the release of the 
prisoners. France further undertakes to pre­
vent any aggression by Prussia against Swiis- 
erland. Switzerland approves these terms, 
and the Federal Assembly is summoned to rat­
ify them.

The Conference of Paris closed on the 6ili, 
having signed a protocol which is expeclud lo 
terminate all the difficulties in lullilment of the 
treaty of peace. The new boundaries shall be 
fixed, and Austrian troops and British fleets 
shall have evacuated the Turkish territory by 
the 80ih of March next. Imiuedialely there- 
ultcr the Congress shall te-aseemhle at Paris 
to ratify proceedings. The Isle of Serpents is 
decided as belonging lo the mouths of the Dan­
ube, and goes with them. Russia cedes Bel­
grade and 'l^boK to Moldavia, nnd receives the 
town of Eumrat. on the tight hank of the Riv.
