Interesting 1Qerosoopio Investigations.

Peter A. Brown, L, L. D. of Pliiladelphia,
who has made wool-growing and sheep-breed-
ing a study, has of lute been conducting his in-
vestigations on various particular topics, with
results which are full of interest and are strik-
ing instances of the usefulness of that magical
instrument. We are indebted to tho May
number of * The Plough, Loom and Anvil,’ for
the following interesting fiicls which are only
some of the fruits of Dr. Brown’s investiga-
tions.

According to Dr. Brown, there are two
species of sheep, wliicli are perfectly distinct
und should be so kept, though the varieties
under each may be cro.ssed at pleasure. But
the species should not be crossed, as has hap-

ened, till now the pure blood of either is rare-
y fo'jnd.

One of these species produce hair ; the other
wool, and the crossed breeds both hair and
wool. Some may suppose that there is no
definite distinction"between hair and woo!—
that hair is nothing else than coarse wool, and
that wool is fine hair and nothing more. Tlii.s
is not so. Irrespective of coarseness and fine-

Dr. Brown supposes iheru is no such thing as
one turning into the other by any cbnngo of
climate. But what is the distinction ?

On the hair-bearing sheep we find a plant-
liko appurtenance, growing out of the skin,
hollow and elliptical. When severed, the sec-
tion presents to the microscope about the ap-
pearance of an Italic o, having the longer di-
ameter one third longer than the shorter, and
having a central canal from one end to the
other, through which the coloring matter flows.
It is made up of a great number of fibres run-
ning longitudinally, which are held together by
a cortex, or bark. The cortex is not continu-
ous, but made up of scales, the end of each
scale projecting a little beyond that above it.
The termini of these scales are not pointed,
but round; they lie closely to the body of tho
hair so as to produce little roughness, and to
offer no obstruction when one hair is drawn or
shoved over another. That is, there are no
sharp, bearded points to catch and hold fast to
another object. This is the reason why hair
cannot be wrought into finecloth ; if you press
it together, it will not mat, or stay pressed, as
there is nothing to hold it.

On applying tho microscope to the fibres of
wool from the true wool-bearing sheep, though
the unaided eye can detect no specific difference
from those of the! hair-bearing sheep, it will be
found to be twice as much flattened, to have
no central canal and to bo covered with corti-
cal .scales which are entirely unlike those of
hair. Each scale is pointed instead of being
round at the end ; and instead of lying fiat in
the body of the hair, tbe point turns outward,
so that every portion of the fibre of wool is
thoroughly bearded. The peculiar shape and
position of the cortical scales afford the reason
wily Wool can be matted or worked into fulled
cloth, while hair cannot.

Thbe writer illustrates the practical worth of
these observations as follows:

We have before stated that the pure blood
wool-bearing sheep produce wool ; the pure
blood hair-bearing sheep, hair; the mixed races,
both bale and wool. It should be understood
Ihat the wool in these last may be as perfect as
Ihat on the wool-bearing sheep j and the hair
as perfect as that on the hair-hearing. Yet
the wool will not work into fulled cloth advan-
lageotisly, because there is hair among it; nor
the hair into unshrinkable flannel, because
there is wool mingled with it. Were it possi-
ble to separate them one would makd good
fulled cloth and the*other good flannel; but bs
it is not, they are suitable for neither—uwill
make neither of good quality.

To illustrate this matter further; suppose
you buy a piece of flannel) you wash it—it
does not shrink ; you wear and whsh it alter-
nately till it becomes thin; still it does not
shrink; Ibe garment keeps its-shape, does not
curl or become rough, is as pleO-sant to the.lasl
as when first made—if anylliiug, a little more
so | has a soft, silky feel; and when it is worn
out, you would give almost nnything if you
could buy anoilier such piece. That flannel
was made of hair.

You buy another piece. It does not shrink
very much, but it shrinks unevenly. Some
portions shrink more than others. It becomes
uneven. Spread it on a table, and it will
touch the surface of the table only in here and
there a place, while other parts will rise from
a quarter to half an inch above the surface,—
It is doubtful whether all the skill of the cloth-
dresser could bring it into sbi” again. This
was made ol hair and wool; and hence its un-
equal shrinkage and its roughness.

You put on a beautiful coal, and get caught
in a sudden shower. After yonr coat is dry, it
is glossy and smooth as ever. This was made
of wool) Again, you go fishing, slip from a log
and wat the legs of your pants. When dry
they present a curled, pu”eredsurface. They
are made of hair and wool. The wool shrunk

trifle by welting—tlih hair did not; and
hence their uneveness. You never can make
them look well again.

Wool cloth shrinks evenly; cloth made of
hair and wool unevenly ; lhat of hair, not at all.

The conclusion from all this is, that the two
species of sheep should not have been crossed
with each other. We may breed together va-
rieties, within tbe same specific limits, and
good results follow ; but when we breed over
the line separating species, the effect, so far as
the propagation of valuable'qualities is looked
for, is bad and only bad.

Dissolve it in
water, allowing one pound of sal soda to each
gallon of water, When well dissolved, ap-
ply it with an old whitewash brush to the litnbi
and trunk of tbe tree.

fast way of doing things, as to have discovered
ihat it is the glitter which makes the value of
the metal, and not the solidity and purity of
the gold.

We build houses with fine brown stone
fronts made of brick, and covered with painted
and sanded plaster,marked offinto sham blocks ;

It is
here that tbe influence of woman—man'’s first
and last comforter on earth—is felt and recog-
nized. It is here that * she looketb well to her
household, and eateth not the bread of idleness.'

It was at borne lhat King Lemuel learned
the good and wise * words lhat his mother
taught him.” Mother | The sweetest word in
all the babbling languages of men| It is the
mission of woman—it is the holy mission of
the mother—to impress upon the young mind
the first lessons of truth, virtue, wisdom and
courage. Her empire is in the affections of
her husband and ciiildren, who, ‘ rise up and
call her blessed.’

On the right regulation ot these independent
houseliolds depends the welfare of the larger
Communities which, with powers more limited,
are composed of these smaller ones. And, so
as tbe influences of these Associationsand Fairs
are calculated to enoble, dignify and enrich the
occupation of the farmer, just so far will they
lend to increase (he activeness and the whole-
some influences of liis home—making him and
the members of his household, belter citizens
of the larger communities.

The family being a divine institution, the
sentiment and the affection upon which it is
based are innate in man. Hence its univer-
sality. No merely human institution, however
perfect, can ever take its place! Directly or
indirectly, almost all great and good men have
been indebtedsfor their beneficent power and
influence, to the early teachings of parents, and
the genial nurture ofhome.  Above all nations,
wo should cherish the family relation. The
influence of home, was tbe inspiration that
swelled the great hearts of our fathers for the
struggle (hat has given freedom to her sons ;
and we will fail to transmit tho boon to our
descendants, if we enlist not for its preserva-
tion the helps by which it was originally won.
If all the homes could Le made pleasant, and
all family relations fraternal, kind and pure,
society would lose its hypocrisy and guile ; and
mankind, actua'ted by true Christian charity,
would move steadi™ on, from triumph to tri-
umph toward tbe perfection of the intellectual
and moral nature of man.

The spirit of inquiry, investigation and en-
terprise that has been awakened at the Town-
ship, County and Slate Fairs, by competition
for premiums on household fabrics, and on
products of tbe dairy, the farm and the shop,
may justly be regarded as a link in (he chain
of borne education; and this isa very proper
direction for things to take at this period™ in
our history.

At the base of the prosperity of any people
lies this great principle—make labor fasbiona
ble athome. Educate, instruct and encourage,
and offer all Ibe incentives you can to give in-
terest and dignity to labor at home. Enlist
the heart and intelieot of the family in support
of a domestic.system (bat will make labor at-
tractive at the homestead. By means of tho
powerful influences of early home education,
endeavor to promote practical labor that will
cheer tbe heart of each member of the family,
and thereby you will give to your household
the grace, peace, refinement and attraction
which God designed a home should possess.—
Tbe truth is, we must talk more, think more,
and act more in reference to gaeetions relating
to home.

The training and improvement of the physi-
cal, iiitslleclual, social and moral power and
sentiments of (he youth of our country, re-
quires something more than the School-house,
Academy, College, and University. The young
mind should receive judicious trainiog in the
field, in tbe workshop, in the parlor, in the
kitchen—in a word, around the hearthstone at
home.

Whatever intellectual attainments your sou
may have acquired, he is unfit to go forth into
sooiely if he has not had thrown around him
tbe genial and purilying influences of parents,
sisters, brothers, and Ibe man-saving influence
of Ibe family government. The nation must
look for virtue, wisdom and strength, to tbe ed-
ucation that controls and shapes tbs home pol-
icy of the family circle. There can be be love
of country where (here is no love of home.

Patriotism, true and genuine, (be only kind
worthy of tbe name, deimsits mighty strength
from feuntaiaa that gush out around the hearth-
stonet and tboae who forget to cherish the
household interests will soon look with indiffer-
ence upon the interests of their common eoun>
try.

'We must cultivate tbe roots-7-not (he lops.
We mast make the family government, the
school,'the farm, the church, tbe shop,'tbe agri-
cultural fairs, the laboratories of our future
greatness. 'We must eeducate our sons to be
faraaeit, orliaans, arebitecta, enginaert, geolo-
giata, botanists, ebamisiB—in a word, practieai
mleo.

Deputy U. S. Mnrsliiil Cliurcliill and eleven
assistants, left lliis city on Tuesday last lo ar-
rest four persons in Meclianicsburg, Champaign
county in this .Stale, charged wiili haiboring
fugitive slaves nine munihs ago. Tlie arrest
was made on Wednesday, wlinti writs of babea.
corpus were taken out. but before tliey could
be served, tlie U. S, officers were beyond the
bouiuls of the county with their prisoners.
Anollier writ was taken out in Greene county
aud was served by the sheriff, assisted by a
large crowd td citizens. Tile U. S. officers,
re.'isied and several shots were fired, but they
were linally uverpowered and taken prisoners
and biouglil to Spiingfield for trial for lesist-
ing llie Sheriff in discharging his duty. Great
exeiiement prevailed. The U. S. Marslial tel-
graplied to day lo llie Secretary of the Inte-
rior lor instructions regarding tbe arrest and
iinpi isonmenl ol U. S. officers at Springfield,
but the nature of the.in.structioiis received in
reply lias not transpired." Tlie U. S. District
Judge, Leavitt, has issued a writ of habeas
coipus and a Marslial lias gone to Springfield
lo serve it. In case of resistance it is reported
tliat llie U. S- troops will be called out.

Cincinnati, May 30-—Deputy Marslial
Cliurcliill and assistants were brought before
Justice Christie, at Springfield, this morning.

Cburchill and Eiliut were nriuigned on two
charges. One of assaulting Deputy Marshal
Cramplon, and the other of assaulting Slieriff
Luysun, wiili intent lo murder. Bail was fixed
at S2500 each on both charges, fur appearance
at the terra of Common Pleas Court. The
balance of the party, 6 in number, were re-
quired lo give bail in SI0.000, and refusing,
the whole party was committed to jail.

From Kansas—St. Louis, May 80.—The
Lecompton correspondent of tlie Democrat
says tliat tlie apportionment will dlsfrancliise
one half of Kansas. Only twenty out of lorly
counties will be reprcferited in tlie Convention,
and eome counties where no census was taken
are allowed rep-esenlation on the list of voteis
on the old election hooks. Oilier counties
liave written to acting Governor Stanton, ask-
ing for election precincts. He answered that
lie could do nothing, there being no law lo sup-
ply the omission.

A card has been publislied, signed by sixty-
two prominent persons, urging the Stale Leg-
islature to re assemble on the 9ib of June lo
complete the Slate organization.

Latest Washington Intelligence.—
Washington, Jluy 29.—The Secretary ol War
and Gen. Scott have been actively engaged for
eome days, and liave about completed .the ar-
rangements lo send a large miltlary force to
Utah, under command of Gen' Harney. The
Governor for Utah lias been appuinti® at last,
and has accepted the apppinimenl. The an-
nouncement will be made in a few days.

Private despatches received here Iroin New
Orleans state that the most iatenss excitement
in behalf of Gen. Walker prevailed there, and
tliat prepuralions were being made to bold an
immense mass meeting in Lafayette Square,
of timt city. Despatches were being sent off
in all directions, and the whole valley of the
Missisippi  would soon respond to Walker's
Cause witli tlie most subslanlial sympathy and
aid. When Messrs. Soule and Slatter left
here, tliey were perfectly satisfied with tlie in-
terview iliey had with the President, and, if
Walker liad been victorious, a Minister would
have been sent to Nicaragua, acknowledging
the governinciil.
