Instead of distribut-
ing leisure in small portions over the whole
period of lile, and thus, as nature dictates,
mingling labor and pleasure at every step, the
years of youth and middle age are devoted to
incessant drudgery, with hardly an intelmis-
sion worth naming. From early dawn till
late at night, day after day. year in and year
out, life is spent in one paroxysm of activity,
one ceaseless, interminable pullii”® at the oar,
with srafce any alternations of relaxation or
rest. That this is but a species of slavery,
even the business man will admit ; but he will
tell you that he endures it for the present, in
tbehope of earning a competency wbich will
enable him at some day to purchase an ex-
emption from these drudgeries. The grind*
ing toil, the harassing cares, (be tedious, ever
dreary monotony ol the present, he cheerfully
submits to in cunsideration of a future which
will compensate him for all, in an indefinite
period of repose, elegant leisure, and luxurious
enjoyment.

But who needs lo be (old bow unifornaly
such expectulion's are doomed to disAp|>oinl-
ment ? In nineteen cases out of twenty, the
coihpetency for tliO attainment oi which such
sacrifices are made never is ren'ized ; and
even the envied few who atpe successful find Ibu
period of leisure, when it comes, to be one of
more misery than enjoyment. As years roll
on. and the merchant’s bank account ia swoll-
en to thoniarids or tens Uf (lioiisanda instead
of hundreds, new tastes are acquired, and new
wants are added to the humble catalogue with
wbich”he started in life. The sntt"r litt/e ru-
ral retreat which oAco bounded bis ambition,
has become a. gorgeous suburban residence,
with cuach houses, stables, and a lordly doniuin,
and it is a marvel if he does not require a mar-
ble palace (or a winter residence in the city,
besides. So he goes toiling and moiling on,
ever enlarsing his Views—that which was the
goal of hla artihition ten years ago becomes
the starting point of lo'day, tobe looked back
upon wUh contempt ten years hence, till at
last be finds that evermore
