It is, ia
tnany instances, otherwise, unnecessarily.—
You will see a house large enough, and cost-
ly enough, and, as to its exterior, handsome
enough. But il is not a pleasant abode'. Tbe
blinds of the great front rooms are all closed.
Tbe spiders weave their webs in the parlor
and in the hall, and the floors, perhaps, are
carpeted with corn and dried apples. No
stalely elms stand in the yard, to cast their
shadows, now over the road, and now over the
roof. No roses, nor pinks, nor forget-me-nots,
bloom in the' garden, ‘'fhe grass is rank and
tall in the path leading to the door, and the
hfnges, and the latch of the gate are yellow
with rust. In asingle room, in the rear of
Ibe dwelling, the domestic cares are attended,
to, and all Ibe usual in-door operations, toils
and communions, lake place. Here, cooking,
and eating, and conversation, are all blended
and confined together ; and there is not much
else to be done here ; the father, or one of Ibe
boys, may whittle a goad-stick, or finish a yoke ;
the mother and girls® may attend i/a the dairy ;
—nothing be.cides, is done worihy to be men-
tioned. There is no living room, or parlor,
to retire to, in the hours ofleisure, for reading,
or thoughtful, cheerful, communion, or singing
or closing the day with devout and ferventyaa.
pressions of thankfulness to God for his count-
less mercies and benedictions. ’Fliere are' no
arrangenl(ents - under this roof, bni sncli as im-
ply, that the life of the house must be merely
drudgery and physical' existence, and that
none of lIbe attainments, or acoomplikhments.

priate here. And so the consequence is, that
ilie boys and girls, when they gel a peep at
Ibe world abroad, leave their' liome, and seek
to better their condition among sirangers\VVor
in new spheres of life and toil, This is the re-
sult will) loo many who begin this existence
amid the scenes and influences of the cuunliy.
Some of them, itis true, are successful in
their new employments ; they become wealthy

In order to keep them at home, and to make
their home, and their toil, and their life, in all
ways agreeable to them, there should he not
only care taken with reference to the arcl'itec-
tore, and the disposition, and the decorations
of the house, and the other buildings, but there
should be, also, a persistent endeavor to dignify,
ennoble and sweeten the labor of the farm;
there should be not only the effort to establish
the IlIfs of intelligence, freedom, usefulness,
refinement, Igve, aifeotion, peace and joy with-
in the house, but, also, the exertion to find and
bring to view the greatness, profit and honor,
of (be roughest and hardest employment out
of doors.

The Last News frgii Kansas.—The
drift of all tlie news from Kahsee, hy mail and
telegraph, shows conclusively that the so-called
pro-slavery Constitutional Convention, lil"p oth-
er bodies of whom we have .read, is anothei
formidable instance of the adage that ‘* whom
tbe gods wjsh to destroy they 'flVst make mad.’

Some bl tile pfoposttions presented to that
Convention—which, be .it remembered, repre-
sents a mere fragment of the voters of the Ter-
fitory—would disgrace a despotism, others are
merely ridiculous, while the whole affair looks
to us, gt .ibis distance, as if the parlies engaged
in it had entered into a contract lo mortgage
the new State to their own individual interetls
for a century to come.

There is a consistent disregard of tlie peo-
ple manifested, a copi lesort lo trick, and an
