The conductor then lelegritphed to Boston to

Maine Railroad' Company by evading to {lay 
liis'fare. This was done, and at tbe trial the 
right of railroad corporations to prescribe such 
rules as* that under which the conductor acted, 
wffs argued by U. P. Judd for Complainant, 
and by"J. 8. Thomas foT Defcfndant:

Cdsbino, J., after very full argument, held 
tha’t as the defein'dant bad paid his fare to Bos­
ton oncp, it could notbe'saidihA'he bad evaded 
pftymenl. Whether the defendant eonld main- 
lain'kh action fer aA’efesal to carry him over 
the road on a'day stot^quent to the date of 
the ticket, tras a verjr'different question from 
Ihe oiie prOoented by a proseciilion for evading 
payfflent." ’ As the' corporatidn had Weeived 
the defendant’sTBoney to bring him fo Boeion, 
how could il be made to applAr that be e'vad- 
ed 'payment Bdciiise'lie did not eome on a par­
ticular day, but on a subsequent day?
