Thb PboCl-AMAtion.—President Lincoln
bus issued a prnelaiuHlion louciiing the subject
of shivery, wiliieli promises nol only lo excile
great interest in the public niiiin, but lo hpve
a strong influence in lenr.inaiing the war. Its
substance is embraced the following ex-
tract : —

Upon ilie 1st day of .liiniiary in the year of
uur Lord o'le lllousand eight hnndied and

in

any Stale, or any desicnaleil pail of a .State,
'he people whereof .shall then be in rebellion
aeaifi™ ilie United Sinles, shall be then,thence
torwarii and forever (ne, and the Jixeculive
Goyeinin>nl ol the United Sittes, including

li.iedoin of such
persiion, and iviii do no act or act's lo reprcfs
sut-I) persons or any ol lbein, in any efforts
Iliey may niaki- lor their ac'ual freedom ; that
the Executive will on the Lstday of Jannaiy
aforesaid, by pr./clauiaii..ii de-ignate the Siaie.s
1 r palls ol Stales, if any, in winch the peo-
ple lliersof lesprctively si.all then be in rebel
lion against ilio United t"alrs.”

The Precidenl in the beginning reiterates
Ills determination to adhere lo llls original de-
sign of conducting the war solely for lhe pur-
pose o| sustaining the con.siilulion and le-
stoiing the Union. He will again propose, at
the corning..session of Congress, a plan of re-
muneration lor those Stales, not in rebellion,
whicli may adoj)! plans of einancipaiion.

He will also rj.cuniinend tlie continuance ol
the.ffoils 10 colonize Iho slaves, yvih tlieir
consent and that of the govi4nmeot, some-
where upon the American . coimneol. Alin
calling allenlion lo the acts ol Congress of
Blarcli ami July lact—the first against the re-
luin ot lugitive slaves, and ihe*lalter dgclar
ill:; the fieedom of certain classes of slaves,—
the President enjoins upon all ofltcerB of the
goveintneiit their laiihinl regard of said laws ;
and promises in due lime to recommend a
plan of compeiisation lor the lo.ss’of slaves or
olhor property, lo such peisons as can be
shown to have remained laiililul to the gov-
e-nmcenl durinu the rebellion.

However (bis proclamation may startle and
irnialo a class of men whose syinputlties~arc
more akin to slavery (ban to freedom, we can-
nut doubt that it will prove to have been sUg-
g'-s'dl hy sound policy and a good regard to
justice nnd iiumanily.
